The new turbine steamer Yale, the
biggest and best of the Bastern Steam-
ship Co.’s fleet, arrived in port this
morning at eight o’clock with a pas-
senger list of 500.

The Yale is a fine looking vessel,
400 fecet long, 63 feet wide, and has ac-
commodations for 1,000 passengers.

The steamship is beautifully finished,
carvings and paintings being in evi-
dence throughout. The carpets are of
blue,and indeed the whole color scheme
of the decorations is royal blue. The
rooms fitted up as sleeping and sit-
ting rooms, with baths attached, are
welcome innovations, giving all the
comforts of a first class hotel. The
other staterooms are also of fine ap-
pearance.

The smoking room is of old fashion-
ed weathered wood, the lights being
modelled after cabin lights. The chairs
in it are most comfortable and this is
one of the moast popular corners of the
vessel.

The dining saloon is spacious and
finely decorated. The kitchen is large
.and affords plenty of room for ' the
work of those most important persons,
the cooks.

The officers of the vessel are all well
knqwn and popular in this city. They
are:

The Yale is the fastest turbine steam-
er yet .built in American yards. From
Boston Light to Mantinicus, a distance
of 133 miles, the steamer beat out the
Calvin Austin’s best time by over one
hour and two minutes. On her trip
from New York to Boston the vessel
broke all steamer records, making the
run in twelve hours and sixteen min-
utes, an average speed of 213 knots. On
the run to St. John only eight out of
the twelve boilers were in use. Besides
the regular passengers the following
guests came on the steamship.

Whether or not it will be contin-
ued next year, Captain Morse could
not say. The party enjoyed a drive
round the city this morning.

Passengers arriving on the Yale stat-
ed that she seemed to be a very fine sea
boat. There was practically no motion.
The steering gear is a little stift as yet,
but will soften down in a day or two,
and the rest of the machinery is in per-
fect running order.

HOPEWELL CAPE, July 2—The
greatest surprise of -the Collins murder
trial came this morning when Thomas

F. Collins, the prisoner, took the stand
in his own defense, and related the
story of his life with Father Macaulay.

CABRERA IS TAKING
AN AWFUL REVENGE

_ Being Murdered by tﬁ_e l’_resilent.

MEXICO CITY, July 2.—Word has
been received inn Mexico City that
Presideat Cabrera, in Guatemala, has
caused the arrest of 160 citzens ©Of
that republic on”the charge of .alieged
ccmplicity; in the Tecent attempt to as-
sassinate him. ° All were thrown into
prison and later herded into squads of
twenty, and tried in groups. Two
bands have beea tried and many of the
accused sentenced to death. Among
the men imprisoned are some of the
most wealthy and prominent men in
the country.

The stateent is made that these men
have long been on Cabrera’s black list
and tha: toc charges against them
were trumped up for personal reasons.
When news of the wholesale arrests
became generally known the diplo-
matic corps, with the exception of
Philip A. Brown, the U. S. charge
d'affaires, protested. The British min-
jster was thereupon charged with
drawing up a note detailing incidents
of the trial, which was characterized
as a farce. 'This note is to be sent to
the powers.

The despatch statés that absolute
chaos reigns in Guatemala. Farm
hands are pressed for military ser-
vice, and crops are rotting in the field.
Troops are hurriedly rushing to the
Mexican frontier and the Honduran
border and San Salvador.

Special trains of artillery have been
sent to the frontier. The legations are
besieged by relatives and friends. of
the imprisoned men who fear that they
will be unceremoniously put to death.

The report has caused great excite-
ment among Central American resi-
dents in this city and at a mass meet-
ing to be hLeld Sunday, the matter wiill

be discussed.
