GAMPAIGN

GOES ON.
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Liberal Conservative

Party Putting Up a

Lively Fight and Intend to Win.

« AP

Three Large and Enthusiastic Meetings Held Monday
Evening in Different Sections of the City—
Addresses by the Opposition Gandidate,

Fred M. Sproul, and Others.

e

iAnother big political meeting was
held in Temple of honor hall Monday
in the interests of the opposition. The
hall was crowded, standing room Dbe-
ing at a premium. Forcible addrasses
were delivered by Dr.-A. A. Stockton,
WW. S. Fisher and Fred M, Sproul, who
were heartily received. Henry Green
was chairman,

The first speaker was Dr. Stockton.
In the first part of the addr« he
dealt some telling blows to Senator
King. A bill was introduced in the
local legislature in 1883 for the build-
ing of a railroad from Harvey, York
Co., to Fredericton, and thence via
Marysville to Salisbury.  Senator King,
who was then in the Dominion house
of commons, left his dutles at Ottawa
ard went to Fredericton to engimeer
the bill through the legislature. Ser-
ator Ellis and Judge McLeod,who were
at that time the representatives of 8t.
John in the assembly, oppesed the bill
on the ground that it would side-track
St. John. Senator Xing, notwith-
standing, supperted it with all the
forces he could bring to bear, and the
bill went through. But it did net coms
to anything, for the Dominien sen-
ate refused to grant a subsidy. Ac-
cording to the record, Senator King
had not been favorable to St. John,
and .yet he has the coolness to come to
St. John and advise the electors on
railway matters.

With reference to the G. T. P, rail-
way, Senator King had sald that Mr.
1 that a braneh
would be built from Chipman to St.
John. Dr. Stockton said that there
was not a single sentence in the cen-
tract providing for the building of the
G. T. P. railway threugh to St,-John.
And yvet Mr. King said that Mr. Wain-
wright tol@ him that the road would
come to St. John. Who was Mr.
Wainwright ? A former Grand Trunk
official. 'Would it not be well to have a
provision in the contract backing Mr.
‘Wainwright's assertion ?

George Robertson had also said that
the road would come through to St.
John. Who was his authority ? Again
it was Mr. Wainwright. (Laughter.)
Mr. Robertson when asked next year
why the road was not built through to
St. John, would probably =ay it was
true he said it would, but he was mis-
taken. Were the people simpletons
enough to take the promise of Senator
King, George Robertsen and Mr.
Wainwright, who had no re-
sponsibility in the matter at all, as a
guarantee that the road would be built
to St. John ? The truth of the matter
was that the G. T. F. €o. had no in-
tention of building through to this
port. They had spent thousands ot
dollars on facilities at Portland, and
would use them in preference te erect-
Ing new facilities at St. John.

‘When the Grand Trunk Pacific un-
dertook to put up Grand Trunk bomds
as a security, failing to make the de-
posit according to agreement, the con-
tract was at an end, and the cempany
would have to go to parliament for
mnew terms. Let the government tell
the electors what those terms would
be.

Senator King had asked why didn’t
the conservatives bring Mr. Borden
here and let him make a statement on
the Grand Trunk Pacific, insinuating
that as Mr. Borden was a Halifax man
he would not speak favorably to the
port of St. John. Dr. Stockton want-
ed to know where Hon. W. S. Fielding
belonged? The Grand Trunk Pacifle
contract was signed, sealed and de-
livered in the presence of Hon. W. S.
Fielding, and traces of the influence of
the minister of finance, then acting
minister of railways, in favor of Hali-
fax at the expense of St. John, could
be seen in the contract. If anything
could be said about R. L. Borden it
was that he was consistent. (Ap-
plause). Mr. Borden had expounded
the same policy in Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick, Quebec, Ottawa, Manitoba,
British Columbia and the Northwest
Territories. Let the liberals bring Sir
Wilfrid Laurier to St. John. He was
in striking distance, having spoken in
Montreal of late. Let them bring Sir
Wikrid here, and let him tell thts
electorate what the new conditions are
that will be imserted in the contract.
He chaHlenged the Hberals to bring Sir
Wilfrid Laurier to 8t. John and to ex-
plain the proposed conditiens.

Hon. Mr. Blair had said that the
road from Quebec to Moncton would
cost $165,000,000, and Mr. Blair was a
competent judge. Mr. McKeown, who
was net generally known as an au-
thority on finance, had sald that the
whole thing would cost only $13,000,000.
Mr. Blair contended that the govern-
ment, if it wanted to’ spend money in
the maritime provinces, should spend
it in developing the ports. That was
the policy of the liberal conservative
party. Develop the national perts and
bear the expense out ef the publie ex-
chequer. In that way the burden of
taxation on the taxpayers of the city
of St. John would be lightened.

Dr. Stockton then referred to the
action of the board of trade with re-
gard to the G. T. P. railway. Jas. F.
Robertsony a prominent liberal, had
moved a resolution In August last to
the effect that the road be built and
owned by the government. This re-
golution was passed unanimously and
endorsed by the leading liberals and
conservatives of the city. Dr. Stock-
ton considered that the commereial
men of St. John knew about as much
about the needs of St. John as did Mr.
MeKeown and Walter Trueman. He
believed that James F. Robertson, D.
§. McLaughlin and all the other mem-

bers of the board of trade would be
consistent and on election day vete for
Dr. Daniel, whe would suppert their
views in parliament omn the transpeeta-
tion question. (Applause).

'W. 8. Fisher "said that the public

Jbusiness was a matter of vital impert-

ance. There were times when pubiie
business rose even highc than private
business. It seemed to him that we
were now at the parting of the ways.
from what was published in the St.
John Globe that afternoen Mr.
Emmerson had, after feeling thke
pulse in Saint John, hur-
ried to Ottawa, forced the
h- ~d of the government, and the re-
swit was the despatch just published.
If Mr. Emmerson had not been aferaid
that matters would be unfavorable te
the government candidate in thfs cen-
stituency we would not have received
that despatch. Mr. Fisher said that
alone shewed the usefulness of a streng
oppositfen. This constituency could
evidently net do a better thing than te
tlect Dr.Dantel, and thereby strengthen
the hands ef the epposition.

Mr. Pisher said he spoke as a merch-
ant and as a manufacturer. In the
Board of Trade, matters were trans-
aected irrespective of poltics. What-
ever resolutions were pessod there were
passed * without any flavor of peoli-
tics, Just here he wished to say some-
thing abeut the transportatien gques-
tion. @t. John had assisted for a great
many years ithe developmeat of the
west By the construction of railways
and canals, Now it was 8t. John's
turn, Nor 4id he wish to exelude Hal-
ifax. 'There was plenty of room for
both Halifax and St. John. The trade
of Canada was sufficient te keep both
ports busy. But so far neither Hali-
fax nor St. John had developed in pro-
portion to the growth of Canadian
irade. If the eitizens of St. John-elect-
#4 Dr. Daniel their interests would be
well looked after.

Fred M. 8proul said that he was sur-
prised to learn that his friend, Mr.
McKeown had termed all thoss who
could not see eye to eye with himeelf
Quebecers. What he might cali them
temorrow remains te be seen. Perhaps
he wemld be speaking of them in a
Jocular mamner. “Harry” had been on
all sides of politics, but wherever he
was {t was certainty where the leaves
and fishes were being divided.

Mr. Emmerson had spent the greater
part of the time eut of parlifament last
session, when Geo. Fowler was fighting
for the interests of 8t Jehn. &lon.
Mr. Blair was working with all his
pewer in favor of his conatituency,
while Mr. Emmerson was plotting with
Mr, Blair's collesagues te turn him
down. And it was Mr, Blair who gave
Mr. Emmerson all that he ever got in
politios.

It was owing te the fact thmt impert-
ant changes were to be made fn the G.
T. P, contract that it was all of a sud-
den decifed to held another sesston.
Mr. Emmerson had been ssked what
those changes would be, but had net
enlightened the community on that im-
portant matter. It might be true that
he did net know what thess changas
‘were to be. Perhaps his colleagues
"were keeping him in the dark on the
transportation question. They kept
Mr. Blair in the dark and perpetrated
an insult upon him, and the constitu-
ency of 8t, John,'whlch would not be
forgotten by the electers. Mr., Em-
merson had gone back on Mr. Blair
when # was resolved to make the ter-
minus at Menoton, instead of at St.
John,

Mr. McKeown had said that the se-
curity of the old Grand Trunk Pacific
bonds was sufficient. Mr. Sproul ad-
vised the electors to ask Mr. Me-

Keown on nominatien today how much |

the old Grand Trunk Pacific new owed
the dominion government.’ That com-
pany owed the peeple of this eountry
millions of dollars. Would the people
consider the promiwes ef that company
worth very much, when it had refused
te fulfll its past obligations?

Mr. Spreul said that the liberals
came into power on pledging them-
selves to econemy. They raised the
hue and cry that the conservatives
were bleeding the country white, and
that if they (the liberals) ' came into
power, they weuld reduce the expendi-
ture. But instead ef reducing the ex-
penditure thay bad increased it from
about $40,000,080 per yemar to $45,000,000.
It, however, was argued that the
country was developing, thet there
was more money, and that therefore
we sheuld spend more. But i{f thers
was more money, why was 1t that a
substantial increase was made annu-
ally to the public debt?

One of the strongest objections he
had to the llberal perty was the fact
that it had done its best to impress
upon the yeuth of the coumtry that it
was no harm to take momey for votes
The present liberal candidets for 8St.
John had sald at the last local elec-
tion that it was no harm fer a peer
fellow to take five dollars fer his vete.
It was enly through the lavish and
disgraceful expenditure of the people=
menrey fhat that gentleman was re-
turned to the local legislature. "The
speaker alse referred te the fact that
Geo. Robertson had beem breaking the
laws of the coumtry by epenly receiv-
ing money fer public services. Gen-
tlemen, said Mr. Sproul, they canmot
put five-dollar bills in your peckets
and lead you te fhe poll in this elec-
tion.

If the liberal! administratien was
working in the interests of the con-
stituency ef 6t. John, why 'did #¢ have
to use meney? WRy did it find :it ne-
cessary to insult the deetory Mteili-

geuce by offering them money? Mr.
Emmerson would soon be here again,
and the “wad” would undoubtedly ar-
rive at the same time. If it were &
good and substantial goyernment, why
should it have to steop te such base
means? But thenks to the laws ef the
country, they had a secret baliof, and
peed mot be driven to the poll like
dumb driven cattle.

Mr. Sproul advised the e!ectors to go
to the poll en slection day and cast
their ballets in favor of Dr. Daniel,
who bad been a cousistent coneerva-
tive all his Nfe, and whe had, while
In munitipal effice, shewn himeelf a
competeni representative. He assured
them that their imterests were coinci-
dent with the interests ef the conser-
vative party. (Applause.)

Three cheers were heartily given for
the candidate, the King and the speak-
aw.

AT MECHANICS’ HALL, LOWER
COVE.

The liberal conservative meeting in
Mechanics’ Hall, Lower Cove, st
evening was most suocessful. The hall
weas packed fo the doers and even
standing Toem was at a peemium.
The speakers were Dr. Daalel, George
V. Melnerney, Daniel Mullin, Jehn
Kfilen and Themas Kiekham  The
eudience was a representative ene and
frequently cheered the speakers
throughout the eveming. James Lewis
occupied the chatr, and ealled upen Mr.
Mcinerney as the firdt spesaier.

Mr. Mcinerney said that he wished
to take that oppertunity te thank the
elestors of Bydney ward for the mag-
nificent vote they had giwen him whsn
e waes a candidate for eleciien. ¥hers
were, Re sald, many issues between the
Mberal and couservative parties at the
prasent time, but the mowst impeortant
one was protection as sagainst freo
trade. Sir John Macdenald began i
1876 to urge his proetection pellcy, and
it was not long before many indus-
tries sprang up whigh the country did
Bot previously have. FHe weuld like
to ask what the liberal party had done
to aid an industry by any policy which
they had inaugurated. Befdra 189§
they had said that pretection was ap
evil and should be roeted up, but it
was peculiar that they had done nothe
ing of the kimd. (Cheers). He ex-
plained the facts {n regard to the duty
which the liberal gevernment hawe put
en tobaeso, and pointed eut that it did
not foster any industry in Canada.

The Mberal party had grown asham-
ed of the free trade doctrine and they
had a right.te be. Pretection meant
more skilled labor in a eountry, and
Mr. Mclnerney queted figures from a
statement made by John P. Jenes of
Nevads, one of the greatsst protestion-
ists in the United 6States on the In-
creased value of a bar of pig iron when
it was turned by skilled Iaber
inte watch springs. What we
want fa Canada at the present time
‘was higher protectien. It was the doc-
trine of the laboring man, fer why
should they net wish te manufacture
goods at home ? The eiass of people
here were the same as in the United
$tates, and there was no reason why
they could not do the same class of
work., (Cheers.)

Mr. McInerney referred to the Grand
Trunk Pacific scéheme and the offer
whioh had been made in regard to the
dredging in the pert of 8t. John, This
was merely an election dodge, as they
were in the habit of deing that thing
in every lMttle harbor along the coast.
(Applause.) The Grand Trunk Pacific
soheme was a scheme concocted be-
tween Mr. Hays of the Grand Trunk,
Benator George Cox of Toronte and
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and they did it be-
hind Mr. Blair's back. = He admired
Mr. McKeown for one thing, and that
was because he could stand up and
make the most wonderful statements,
which were not strictly aceording to
bely writ, of any man he ever saw.
(Cheers.) Mr. McInerney discussed the
cost of the proposed railway and the
absurd statements that the liberals
were making in respect to it. He point-
ed out that St. John's share of the
ocost would be $1,200,000, and that there
was not & man who knew anything
about railway eonditions that did not
know that if the railway was bullt, it
‘would be a severe blow to St. Jehn, Mr.
Blair on Menday last, while talking to
e gentleman from the provinces, asked
him how Mr. Emmerson was makins
out with his railway in the provinces,
and when the gentleman replied that
¥mmerson said he was going to build
it, Mr. Blair said: *“Well, I don’t think
he ever will.” (Prolonged applause.)
And, said Mr. McInerney, on the 16th
of this menth, ‘I beliave that you will
say the same.”” (Hear, hear.) The
Canadian Pacific rajlway’'s interests
were the interests of 8t. John, and out-
side of that the Intercolonial’s inter-
ests were theirs. (Fear, hear.)

Mr. McInerney safid that on the 18th
he felt sure that the electors of St.
John would see that Dr, Dani:l was
elected at the head of the poll, (Pro-
longed cheers.)

would be aroused that the government
would be hurled from power.. (Ap-
plause.) He regretted that Mr. Blair
&id pot ymaintain his position, for if
he had he would have been one of the
most popular *men in Canada today.
(Hear, hear.) Mr. Mullin said that he
had heard a liberal say, during the
day, that they weuld have ae difficulty
buying the election from Dr. Dantel
on the 16th, but this he did not be-
lieve, for on this important question
he did net think the peeple, especially
the laberers of $t. John, would allow
themaelves te be bought. If Dr.
Daniel should be elscted he &id not
think that the parliament of Canada
would dere to enforce the Grand Trunk
Pacific bill. (Cheers.)

John Killen was received with cheers
and seid that he was speaking as a
citizen of Bt. John not as a representa-
tive of any organisatien. He referred
to the effeet the &. T. P. scheme would
bave on the labering class. He thought
it was time the laboring man sheuld
show that he had a mind eof his ewn,
and not sccept any bribes. If they
must take five dellars for their vote,
take ft, but vote wight, and vete for

words meant vete fer Dr, Daniel.

Thomes Kickkam urged the working
people te do sl thet they could 'to
¢lect Dr. Daniel. Ha hoped they would
have henor enough to refuse .to -sell
their votes. (Cheers). Mr. MeXeown
was not going to do 28 he liked this
time, and ke hoped the electors of
Sydney ward uld give it te him in
the neck. (Prelonged chers).

Pr. Danlel was cheered again and
again as he arrived and came forward
to speak. He said that he bad received
unstinted assurance that he wis geing
40 be elected en the 16th. The reason
why was perhaps not sé mueh on ac-
eourit of himself, but becausé the peo-
ple of Bt. Jehn were opposed to the
g;and Trunk Pacific scheme. (Cheers).

e only way to show their dissatisfac-
tion of the action of the government
was to elect the opposition candidate.
{Cheers). Mr. Blair had been turned
out, and the people of St. John were
new asked to melect Mr. McKeown to
i1 his place. Could he do it. (Gries
of ‘“Ne, ho. He is not geing to get the
chance’’).

Dr. Daniel referred to thé contract
between the government and the Geand

. Trunk Paeific and to the speech Myr.
. Blair had made in reference to it.

He
pointed out that altheugh the peeple
of Halifax had been called slew, they
wers far ahead ef the people of St.
John so far as leoking after their own
interests were concerned. He was
sorry to have to gsay it, But it was
true, and he urged the electors befere
him to consider fully this question,
which was of sueh grave importance to
the port of St. John.

Mr., Borden had asked the govern-
ment to tell him within $1¢,000,000 of
what the propossd railway would eest,
and they could net de so, yet Mr., Mc-
Keown was geing around tellthg the
peoplé of 8t. Jehn that the whale rail-
way would only ecost $13,600,600. (Cries
of “He's jQking."”)

Dr, Daniel, in ocloging, said he hoped
the electors of 8t. John would vote for
the censervative candidate on the 16th,
for if a conservative were elected then
it would mean much to the party
and to the city. (Prolonged cheering.)

The meeting broke up with cheers
