other’s clothes from their backs;
those police ralds on hidden food
stores in the houses of the “aristo-
oracy”; those butter riots in which
“women dressed in the height of fash-
fon” fight like fishwives; those scenes
of “unspeakable midnight depravity”
in fashionable restaurants which made
even the “Tageszeitung” blush,

Hans in the “Hupper Suckies.”
More rarely we get glimpses of life
in still higher realms, which are well
caleulated to indicate to guileless bur-
ghers the Olympian altitudes to which
the German journalist attain in his'lel-
sure moments. Such a revelation is
made by the “Neueste Nachrichten,”
of Leipzig, whose correspondents, like
Jeames Yellowplush, move in the
“hupper suckles.’ One of them oon-
tributes the following touching story:
Quite recently I was on a visit to
the Duchess of Brunswick, the Kals-
er's daughter who invited me to stay
to,tea. That tea party will long re-
main in my memory. It was an object-
lesson of the most salutary character
to every section of the German peo-
ple.

The young duchess, a .ady possess-
ed of great charm of manner, begged
her guests to excuse the simplicity of
the tea table. Indeed, it was of the
plainest. There were neither sand-
wiches, cold chicken, nor cakes, just a
cup of tea and a slice of two of bread
and butter. |
“Papa would give us one of his ter-
rible scowls,” sald the duchess to her
guests, “it he found us partaking of
sandwiches with our tea at a time
when the whole empire has to suffer
privations. All our household arrange-
ments have been reorganized on a
basis of strictly middle-class simpli>-
ity. Papa wished it to be so, and on
this” point he is very particular—so
much so that whenever he is in Ber-
lin he personally inspects every part
of our mansion, down to the kitchens
and sculleries, to make sure that there
is no extravagance with food.”

Golng to Our Doom.

The Cologne “Volkszeitudg,'” amiab-
ly endeavoring to remove the depres-
sion occasfoned in Germany by the
prospect of another winter campaign,
assurr?& its readers that we, too, are
appatled at the prospect:—

In England they are terror-stricken
at the idea of another winter cam-
paign. We can quite understand it.
They want the war to finish during
this present summer. Only they do
not possess one man who feels himself
strong enough to undertake the task,
Neither Liberal nor Conservative
has the courage to risk himself in this
morass of terrors, hedged around with
superhuman obstacles, at the bottom

of which lurks the national doom.

We have no grounds whatever to
fear England when we observe the pit-
iful corner into which the leading men
of that country have contrived to get

themselves fixed. It needs but the
thorough utilisation of all our military

means to reach eventually that object
to which, of course, all our energies
must be directed.

The - official ‘“Cologne Gazett
