The rec-
tor and many professors of the Berlin
State Univergity listened with ap
proval at a meeting of the league of
Gefman students to praise of the mon-
archy and declarations of Prussia’s
greatness and s kings and nobility,

It it is small wonder that with these
motives in the overture Soclalist or
ganizations generally have passed the
word that children should skip school
tomorrow, when demonstrations will
be held in all the schools.

Ceicbration Forbidden.

Two zections of Germany will not
celebrate cpenly tomorrow, East Prus.
