“So long as our system of doing 
business is ln the simple stage where 
the seller has three direct channels 
of communication with the consumer, 
first, for conducting tne selling mes­
sage to the consumer; second, for the 
return of the order; and, third, for 
the delivery of the goods, advertising 
effort also is likely to remain simple 
and direct. We have but one target 
to shoot at. It we multiply our ad- 
vertirtng media, it is generally to In­
crease the number of targets, not to 
develop different methods of hitting 
them.
