MRS, TRAVERS TALKS OF
BISHOP'S WILL CASE

Takes Exception to Statements
Which Have Been Made.

B

Refers to the Court Records in Criticizing
Article in the New Freeman, and Takes
Issue With Bish)p Cas»y on Pulpit Re.
marks.

On request of Mrs. Boyle Travers a
Telegraph reporter was sent to call upon
Mrme, Travers recently relative to  the
article which was published in Saturday’s
New Freeman in reference to the Bishop
Sweeny will case. Speaking of the” sub-
ject Mrs. Travers said:

“It.is deplorable that whoever wrote or
inspired the article in The New Freeman
did not adhere strietly to the court rec-
ords.”

In reference to the New Freeman para-
graph abeut friction between her brother
and herself,she said that statement is quite
untrue. As she explained in court she
was with her brother constantly during
his illness, almost daily she went to see him
when he was at the Industrial school and
was with him at the time of his death.

She said she regretted that “good taste
and propriety” had not dictated silence
with regard to the matter in both pulpit
and press.

She absolutely denied that at the time
of her marriage to Dr. Travers her broth-
er offered her his. interest in the family
property. To prove that the writer in
The New Freeman knew nothing about

her family or family matters at
the time of her marriage,
she stated that “when hér

brether Francis was in business in Bath-
urst in 1857 the sold his interest in the
estate and at the time the writer amper-
tinently says that he was in finaneial dif-
ficulties he had been in New Zcaland for
five years and did not return to St. John
until 1877.”

She indignantly denied that in 1874 the
property became ‘delapidated and decayed,
and that the authorities threatened to in-
dict her brother for maintaining a nuis-
ance;” the absolute truth being that her
brother had nothing to do with the pro-
perty at that time, it being mamnaged by
her mother.

She said it was absurd to say that the
bishop offered the family property wo Dr. |
Travers and her husband had denied the
statement under oath in the equity court.

As to whether it was true that her
brother “took 817,000 of the meoney of the
Catholic people of St. John and erected
the bailding which ds now the real subject
of dispute,” she said she was at a loss
to know, in view of the 'swcrn evidence
b‘cfore Judge Barker, how either Bishop
Casey or The New Freeman could make
such a statement. She then showed a copy
of the evidence taken before Judge Barker,
in which Mr. Carleton swere fhat the eost
of the building was only $11000 and she
gubmitted the following 'questions and
answer ccpied from the evidence:

Ques. by Dr. Pugsley to Mr. Casleton—
From whom did you get that informaticn?

Ans.—Frem the bishop and Mr. Glea-
son.

Ques.—1 sce in this statement, Page 2,
you put in cest of new building $11,600.

Ans.—Yes. :

Ques.—From whem did you get that
information?

Ans.—From the bishop.

Ques—Is it mnot a matter of con-
j:e('tm‘e cn your part that he put $17,000
into it. =

Ahs.—No.

Ques.—He said the eost of the building
was only $11.000.

Ans.--Yes, aund
counta.

Ques.—DBut DBishep Sweeny said, as a
matter of fact, the building only cost
$11,060.

Ans—He gave me the accounts made
cut by Mr. Gieeson, which showed that
the building ouly cost $11,000.

And then speaking from page 17 of the
evidence she said Dr. Travers swore. “that
the hishep told him that he was going to
take the old building down. it was a woeden
building and a preity good house oo, and
put up a brick building, and that he had
money which was trust money, money
given to him by parties who considered he
was safer than the bank, and that he had
to pay interest on, and he, the bishop,
said: ‘I have $11,600 of this money and
I think 1 will put it into that building.”
“What he said was this: ‘Dr.. I have cer-
tain monies which are iutrusted to me
by parties for them, and I will put $11,000
in that building as a security.” Again on
page 65 Mns. Travers found that Mr. Cav,
leton swore that: “Bishop Sweeny kept a
penny bank or something. of the kind;
people gave him money then,
book shows the name of the per
amount of- the deposit. and the. interest
upon it, and then marked paid acress it.”
And that he also swore that, “that book
was then in his office.”

Mups. Travers remarked: “All of this
evidence makes it quite clear that the
bishop did not put $17.000 into the build-
ing and that the $11,000 which he did
put in was not the money «f the congrega-
ticn as Bishop Casey said, but was money
deposited with her brother at 31 per cent.
interest. the principle and interest of
which was all paid back out of the rents
of the corner building.”

This, she said, is proved by the fact
that the bishop handed over the property
to her in 1893. télling her that it was en-
tirely clear of debt and as she was the
only mewber of the family remaining be-
sides himself it should go to her; he then
waid over the May rents. This was sworn
to by her in court and she held that it was
absolutely out of all reason to say that the
bishop would hand over church property
to any private individual.

Mr:, Travers said that Bishop  Casey
had ofated frem the pulpit that the chief
invice had remarked, tlat if he (the
bichep) had lost the case he could bring
4 suit to recover the $17,000. To this she

Continuing, Mrs, Travers said the unfair
way in whiah Bishop Casey explains the

case compelled her to state that she was
only looking for the properiy which had
heen in the Sweeny family for the past
sixiv vears, and in doiug so she was nct
secking to teke anything from the “litile

ones” who are already well provided for
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in the large accumulation of property
the munificient bequests in her brether’s
will, amounting prebably to $200,000 in
bonds; on the contrary that Dr. Travers
had always helped the “little ones.”” hav-
ing given his professional services gratuit-
ously for forty years, from 185¢ to 1894.

A complete answer to Bishop Casey’s ap-
peal to the congregation regarding the
costs, she said, will be found in the de-
cision given in the equity court by ‘‘that
cxcellent judge,” as Bislop Casey calls
him, Mr. Justice Barker. Reading irom
Page 113 she read Judge Barkers’ remarks,
which are as fcllows:

peculiar wording of this will raised a doubt
as to the meaning, which sooner or later it
seems to me must have come up for discus-
sion in this or some other court, for it would
scarcely be prudent for the executors to dis-
tribute the personal estate without having
the protection of an order from some court
of competent jurisdiction.

Notwithstanding the plaintiffs have failed in
their contention, the defendants, by that
failure, have obtained for themselves what is
of as much value to them as to Mrs.
Travers, that is, a declaration of their rights
under the will; and in such case it is deemed
inequitable that the plaintiffs should be
placed in a worse position as to costs than
they would have been had the defendants or
executors filed the bill, and made the plain-
tiffs parties. The litigation has not been
caused by any act or failure of either plain-
tiffs or defendants, but is the necessary re-
sult of the obscurity or uncertainty of the
testator’s own language and in such cases
the court as a rule directs the costs of all
parties to such litigation to be paid out of
the estate.

“held good in the supreme court of Can-
ada.” :

“From this, it will appear, that the costs

come out of the estate and not from the
people as Bishop Casey would have the
congregation believe.”
