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Meeting of the Supreme Court lu St.
John—Encampment of Roynl EorcMt-
era—Excnrelon np the SI. John.

From Our Own Reporter.
St. John) Aug. '25th.—The supreme court of 

the Independent Foresters of Canada, began 
its nnnnal session in St. John on Tuesday 
morning last, and closed this evening. This 
is the first occasion on which the supreme 
court has met in New Brunswick. Dr. Oron- 
hyateka, the supreme chief ranger of the 
order, presided at all the meetings. The 
officers of the supreme court and large 
numbers of the members of the Royal 
Fores ter ", principally from Ontario, were 
present in full uniform, and their magnifi­
cent dress attracted more than ordinary 
attention both in the court room and out­
side of it.

The supreme chief ranger, in his annual 
report .stated that four years ago ho had the 
honor and pleasure of assisting in planting 
the order in New Brunswick. Then the 
order was a small band of less than 1000 in 
Canada with a bare $1000 in the treasury: 
to-day the order was over 4,500 and a bal­
ance to its credit of over $44,000.

The supreme secretary reported that there 
had been 52 courts established in the Do­
minion duriffij the past year, making in all 
a total of^Jcourts or lodges with a mem­
bership of 4,440.

The sum of $1,500 was, on order 
of the finance committee, granted to 
the Indian chief, Oronkyaieka, as an 
appreciation for the great services he 
had rendered the order. Until within a few 
years ago the few courts of Foresters in 
Canada were under the jurisdiction of the 
American Foresters, but by the able efforts 
put forth by this great organizer in behalf of 
Forestry in Canada, the order has proved 
not only to be able to take care of itself 
here, butWfcjaidly increasing and extending 
itself to an parts of the dominion, taking 
within its fraternal ranks some of the lead­
ing men of Canada. Dr. Oronhyateka was 
granted the bonus by a unanimous vote of 
the supreme court.

During the session there was a lengthy 
discussion on the advisability of admitting 
women into the order, which, however, was 
finally voted down, contrary to the wishes 
of Oronhyateka, who was strongly in favor 
of the movement and made a telling and 
eloquent speech in behalf of it.

The election of officers resulted in the 
return of all the old officers, excepting that 
Dr. Thorne of Havelock, Kings County, was 
made supreme Woodward and Rev. W. B. 
Taylor, of Petitcodiac, supreme chaplain. 
Oronhyateka was for the eighth time elected 
supreme chief ranger.

Montreal was chosen as the next annual 
place of meeting.

ENCAMPMENT OP ROYAL FORESTERS.

At midnight on Tuesday, Oronhyateka 
instituted the first encampment of Royal 
Foresters in the maritime provinces. This is 
the highest degree in the order, and about 
seventeen Foresters took the high degree the 
first night, which number was the, following 
night increased to thirty-two,representing all 
parts of New Brunswick, with several knights 
from Nova Scotia. At the suggestion of Mr. 
H. C. Creed the encampment was named 
Brunswick Encampment No. 3.

Rev. Solomon Smith said it afforded 
him much pleasure to give toward the fund 
the only gold dollar ever presented to him.

Mr. March then introduced Frederick G. 
Harrington of Cape Breton, the recently ap­
pointed missionary. Mr. Harrington told 
what led to his determination to become a 
foreign missionary. He had studied at 
Morgan Park, Chicago, and was glad of the 
appointment, preferring to work under the 
board of the northern provinces rather than 
under the American board.

Rev. J. A. Gordon made a brief address 
and Rev. Mr Churchill and Rev. Mr. 
Sanford and Mrs. Churchill and Mrs. San­
ford ascended the platform.

The missionaries were addressed by Rev. 
Dr. Hopper. The rev- gentleman said this 
was a fitting occasion on which to say a few 
words of parting, Godspeed and farewell to 
the missionaries. After years of successful 
work, they had returned and were now pre­
paring to go back to India as heralds of 
peace. The convention and all present bade 
them Godspeed in this blessed work. If 
sadness come to them we would mourn, if 
joy come we would rejoice. He was glad to 
address a few words to Mr. Harrington who 
was a new man and one fitted to do ranch 
good.

Rev. Dr. Castle, of Toronto, having prayed 
for the success of the missionaries, pro­
nounced the benediction.

Before the audience dispersed the presi­
dent returned the thanks of the convention 
to the choir for the excellent music given 
during the sessions of the convention.

•regular doctor.' But that is only among 
‘ignorant people.' ”

“Do they call you Doctor?"
“No; but I snub them if they don't. 

They stutter ‘Mrs.,’ and then stumble on 
to “Miss,” when 1 quietly interpolate 
‘Doctor,’ and after that I get my title.”

“Do you treat men?”
“Yes; if I am employed by the family 

I treat the male members, or where 1 
know the person, or in a case of emer­
gency. But one is obliged to use a cer­
tain amount of discrimination about it. 
My speciality is, of course, diseases of 
women anti children."

“And what about recognition by the 
profession?"

“I have received it on all hands. The 
Toronto physicians have been most cour­
teous. I have been made to feel quite 
as comfortable in the medical profession 
as I could be in any quarter of 'woman’s

“Well,” I said, “good-bye. I’m going 
to put you in the paper. Tell me one 
thing. Have you ever been sorry you’re 
a doctor and not something better suited 
to your feminine tastes and womanly 
predilections?"

And, will you believe it, she laughed 
at the idea—laughed at her feminine 
tastes and womanly predilections !
