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lead to the river. Not having received any instructions in regard to it at this time 1
had a screen made to cover the mouth of the pipe, the last and all previous screen®
having been broken and torn away by the flow of ice, which is very heavy here 10
the winter. The screen is working well at present, and I expect that I will be able
to get along admirably well with it this winter, ‘

From information received from the different fishermen along the Detroit River
T have every reason to believe that the catch of whitefish this year will be muoh
greater than that of last year, but as the fishing season is not more than half over,
oannot give as adequate a report as might be required at the present time of writing
but will send it on when spawning time is over,

ADDENDUM.

Sanpwich, 20th December, 1884.

The spawning time of whitofish is ncw over, and I send my report of this fall's
operation in collecting eggs, as promised. ¢

The catch of whitefish this fall hag been somewhat in advance of that of 188
season, and from every information received from a majority of the fishermen aloD8
the Detroit River, I am given to understand the catch has been quite satisfactor:
Of course there have been some grounds that had a smaller catch this fall than 188
and in consequence caused some fishermen to be diesatisfied ; but if the catch h®
been three times what it was, these same men would have been grumbling bw&“’-”%
they did not catch still more. On the whole, the catch is an increase from that?
last fall. I have just filled the hatchery with ova from the following grounds, fro™
whii,cﬁ I secured fifty million eggs. 'The numbers of whitefish eggs at each jplace are
as follows :—
