Ireland, and a Baronet, Knight of Our Most Illustrious Oider of
Saint Patrick, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order
of Saint Michael and Saint George, and Knight Commander of Our
Most Honorable Order of the -Bath, Governor General of Canada, and
Vice-Admiral of the same:
