Last year due to the large number
of members wishing to take instruc-
tion, it was difficult to accommodate
them all with one aircraft, This year
plans have been completed to rent
an additional plane and possibly a

Rules governing membership and
flying are as follows:—Membership
in the flying club is open to all stu-
dents and members of the facalty.
The membership fee is $2.50 cover-
ing business expenses and incidental
expenses in connection with the pro-

engines, airframes. navieation and
meteorology. Members under 21
are reguired by the University to
have written permissoin from their
parents or guardian to take part in
flying activities. Before soln flight
can be undertaken by any mcmber,
a medical examination has tc be pass-
ed. This is in accordance with De-
partment of Transport Civil Air rogu-
latiors whose rules, laws and regula-
tions govern all flying and flying in-
struction.
9he ¢ st of flying is #6.00 per
hour for dual instruction or three
dollars for a half hour lesson, and
$5.50 per hoor for solo flying. This
fee covers cost of maintenance, gas
and oil, depreciation, and insurance
on the aircraft and the members of
the club., These raies are about five
dollars per hour less than those
charged by private flying concerns.
