Its men and women go out quietly into 
the world and are lost to sight. They 
settle in great cities where the traveler 
who does not look for them does not see 
them.

They begin with 
no tumult, making friends, rendering ser­
vice, healing sick folk, teaching children, 
here and there giving to someone who 
may understand.
