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“ Although the attendance of our 
young men was fair, and increasing with 
every meeting, still we did not have the 
numbers we knew we could get. Mr. 
Armstrong, the head of the Citizenship 
Department, was the dynamo behind our 
operations, and we started what we 
called a ‘200 Campaign,' and I might 
say that all the young men on the com­
mittee did their best and put forth 
effort to make it a success.
