Bm Hon. Alexander Vidal.

A Veteran Senator and Leading Eng-
tishman—A Great Champion
of Temperance.

‘Bro. HON. /At.mupn'ﬁ VIDAL,
Hon. Bro, Alexander Vidal, who a
short while ago was re-elected presid-

ent of the Dominion Alliance for the
Suppression of the Liquor Traffic, is|

one of the most active and distinguish-
ed members of Canada's Senate Cham-
ber.

He was born at/ Bracknell Berkshu-e,
England, in 1819, In 1834 his father
came to Canada and settled at Barnia.
Senator Vidal was educated at the
Royal Mathematical School, Christ’s
Hospital, London, Eng.  When the
militia: was called out in 1837 to sup-
press the rebellion of that year, he serv-
ed as a private and step by step. was
promoted until he won the lieutenant-
«colonel’s epauléttes in the Lambton
Reserve Militia, which rank he still're-
tains.  He was licensed & provincial
land surveyor in 1843, and for 10 years
followed this profession, | During
this period he was frequently em-
ployed by the . Government. He
accompanied Gapt.am Anderson - to
the shores of Lakes Huron and
Superior as commissioner to ' arrange
with the Indians for the transfer of
lands to the Canadian government.

In 1861 he placed himself 1 the field
as a Copservative candidate for the
Legislative Assemblyand was defeated,
but'in 1863 he was successful in'a con-
test for the representation in the Legis-
lative Qouncil of the St. Clair division,
which comprised the counties of Lamb-
ton and W est Middlesex, which seat he
held until the confederation of the pro-
vinces, when'the latter body was abol-
ished and the present Senate created.
In 1873 he was called to the Senate and
since that period he hasbeen aconspicu-
ous and able member. ot that body of
Canada’s representative men.

Bro. Vidal was over 12 years agent
for the Bank of UpperCanada in Sarnia,
subsequently for eight years agent for
the Bank of Montreal. ‘As chairman
of several committees in the Senate,
such as Banking, Rdilways, Contingen-
cies, te;, he has been from time to
bime prominently before the public and
