Mr. K. W. Blackwell, the retir-
ing president, in his valedictory ad-
dress, dealt principally with the
question of transportation, pointing
out the general result of rai'way
operations, as expressed in rates
per ton per mile. He confined his
remarks to the mileage on this con-
tinent, and in the American Atlantic
trade, as, he said, the economies
that have been biought about in
transportation on this continent are
so much in advance of what has
been done in England and Europe
generally. The present compara-
tively low railway freight rates have
come from many causes, larger
locomotives, larger cars, and the
practice of making up trainloads to
the full capacity of each locomotive,
and also to that most important
work of improving the grades and
curvatures.
