Rev. Father Eliott, of the Paniist
¥athers, Now York, preached at High
Maes in St Patrlck’e churca yesterday
morping  The srcied edifice wes crowded
tgthe doors. The Rev. Father, as hos
been befire noted, s a etiiking figure in
ths puiplt. Heis of commording pres
ence, epenks In deep, earnest toves, with
diguified gesture, end Impreceas lsteorers
with the lutensity of his own e nvictions,
His cisconrse was sdorned with eome
besutiful figures of spoich, and was char-
scteriz:d by a lofty, hopeful tone, so
diffsrent tH the pessimlstic oatpourings of
many moders preachers,

The enbject dealt with wea the sover
elgnty of God and the doetrine of predes-
tinatlon, God is our Maker evd our
Redeemer, the prescher sald, but pot.
withstandiug that eoverelgnty each one of
us {0 endowed with free will, We look
around us for marks of the divliae predes.
tination. Who are to bs saved, who are
to be lcst, who sre they to be branded
with the merk of Cain? He would not
deny there were slucers who eeemed In-
capable of redemption, socden with vice
aud reeking with iniquity, Nevertheless
we could eay there is a chauce of thelr
beicg saved, There are others who ein
throuvh Iguorance or weskness of cherac-
ter. There is bope for these. The Holy
@hurch forbide the brand of damnation
upon any except two or three, who, ac-
cordizg to Revelatione, are condemued to
hell. For a man who blows out his own
braiva there may be time between the
flash of the pletol and the exuoection of
life to say, *I am sorry;"” and that atone-
ment may result in his salvation. There
aro evidencee on every hand of predestl-
nation that God has cet apart an cternal
place for us. Sarely those who were lost
forever were lost by their own sing not
from one great in, or from many, huta
muolitude of sine? Neverthelees there
was hope for the vast wsjority of the
race, for hed pot our Liord enid, * Come ye
bleescd of My Father, possess tha kingdom
prepared for you from the beginnlig of
the world.” God bead mede “ABC”
what was to prevent Him from fisiehing
it and eaying “X Y Z" “He bas made
ma for hesveo and 1 am goiog to have it,”
1a what we may eay. Does uot the fact
that God has preserved ve in the past in
ways that are marvelioas, Indicate Hls
purpose to Fave ug, show that He is good
to us, avd that we may hope to enjiy
eterval giory, The waa who from being
a sloxer hus come to hate his slne aud de-
tests himself for committing them, i3 one
for whom G ,d’s mercy will be manifeated
No man can live without hops.

Rev. Father Elliot's subject was * Why
@atholics Contees Taeir Sins,” and
the broad and liberal epirit which
charecterized his address considerably
impressed these who had the good
fortune to hear him, The speaker com
menced by saying that the subject was
ono that stood out very promivently in
the ordinary life of ('atholics, and which
with a certain class of Catholics is &
burden. Apropos of this latter state
ment, he related an occurrence which
heppeved whilst he was nassisting at a
mission in the State ot Michigan, A
young man, who had been brought up
as s Catholic, came down from the
iumber region and not having been
attending cburch, bis friends wished
him to attend the mission, *No,” he
said, * you want me to go and hear these
priests preach That is vot what they
want of me. What they want of me is
to go and be coufested, but there is not
any G horse team in this country csn
pull us to coniession.” Whatever in
tluence was at work, however, the young
man did go to hear the sermon and
went on his knees and made his con
fession,” * Afterall,”’ said the preacher,
% it is not the big team of authority that
brings us to confession. Wa hato it I
know, nevertheless when we look back
at the early days of our life we don’t
find in youth confeseion was 8o great a
burden, It ia more of a burden now I
fancy than it was in those innocent
days. Tae main thing about the sacra.
ment of penance is not the telling of the
sing, it 18 the sorrow for them. The
sacrament consists of three things, con-
trition or eorrow, confession and satis
faction — performing some works, or
making good, as far as possible, injuries
done, Then it is the duty of the Father
confessor, a3 he i3 called, lo discover
whether the sinner, having

TOLD ALL HIS SINS
is sorry for them and fe determined to
sin no more, end having discovered the
sorrow is valid, and that thera s a wiiling-
ness to atone to Almighty God by some
penitential work, the priest speaks the
words of Our Lord, “Thy sius are for.
@lven,” He grante abeolution and then
he says to the penitent, “go in ponce.”
Confeeslon 18 not a monopoly of the Cath-
olic Church by any means. When first
of all the Obrlstian reiigion, was divided,
three bundred yeara ago and more, con-
fesslon was not given up for a long time,
Luther eatd : “Secret counfesslon, v8 now
practised, although it cannot be proved
from Scripture, is yet to be certaicly com-
mended as useful aod even necessary.”
At a meeting of reformera lster they
adopted this: * Confession and aheolu-
tion are to be by no means abolished in
the Church, especlally on account of the
tender and timld consclousness, and the
obetinacy, and perverseness of the young.”
The pracuces of public confesslon has
been adopted by Protestante, and private
confeeslon exista too, in what are called
“erquiry meetings.” Rivivals take place
amoug our Protestant friends, and after
the meetings have proceeded a little while
there s & room ret apart where those who
think of jolning the Church, or who pro-

fesa to have sxpertenced relfglons emotlons

Toe epraker next deait with the fostitu.
tion of confesslon, and orgued there was
noibing plainer Jn Holy Seripture than
the luetitniion nf the sacrament of pen
roce by Jesus Chrlst, The ohjscilon was
urged that a man could not forgive the
elne of spother man, but the bighest
powers could be delegated by God to
men, which they could exerclse with
God’s authority for cther men. Tae
Rav, Father quoted various texts
from Scripture joatifylng confession,
In the 20:h chapter of S: Luke the
Apostles were told *Whose slna you
chali forgive they ara forgiven them ;
whose sine you shall roteln they are re-
tained.” If these words did not mean
the tribunal, as Si. Paul puts it of “the
reconci!iation of eln,” they cid not mean
snything. No wonder the nld Reformers,
slthough they changed the ivstitution of
the eacrament, still wanted something or
other to anawer

THOSE WORDS OF SCRIPIURE,
for upon Scripture they propoeed to baee
thelr departure from the old rellglon.
There was not the faintest doubt of the
historica! continuity of the confeesion la
the Christlan Chburch from the very bs
gloning to the davs of the Reformatlon,
It wes sgometiwes eald that confession wes
:r fuventlon of priest.crafe. I would
like," eald the R:v. Father, * to catch the
priest who jovented confessfon.  (Langh
ter.) Ile has been the plague of my life
as a priest, He must have bzen a most
elogular man to Invent, for he must have
done it out of mailce, as the work of con
feselon bes more to do with the hard slde
of a priest’s 1'fe than anything elee to be
found, Would monsrchs f{ovent ft?
Well, they all complain of it. It fetches
them down to the level of the lowest
pessant in thelr dominion, "The One who
fnvented counfession s the Oae who in
vented religion as we have it — our Loxd
snd Saviour Jesus Corist, The Holy
Courch has not made confesslon a law; 1t
was made by Obrizt. Tae Chareh requires
ns to go to confession before KEaaster, bat
for the rest of the time, if we bave not
committed mortal a'n, there s
NO LAW COMPELLING US

to go. Ia hisconciuding remsarke the rev,
speaker dealt with some of the objactions
to confess. It was eald confesslon mrde
sin easy,  On the contrary it made v all
tbe more dlifficult, Penalties did not
make the law easier to break, Anobjec-
tion of that sort was the result of want »f
knowledge of human nature. People sald
of the Catholice what they would not eay
of thelr nelghhor, and when they get to
konow the Catholie people they would not
make use of such tnsulting suppositious.
1t was aleo eald the priests acquired power
through the confessfonal and extorted
mouey. This was calamny on the Catho-
lic prlests aud people. Another objaction
was that going to confession made religion
a slavery ; the people had a tendency to
be timid, cowardly and unfit to enjoy free
government. Were the Cathollc Irish, or
Catholic Garmans, timid ? Were they lack
feg In independence of character, or did
they lsck courage? Ha contended that
good Oatholles wera tha best klad of citl
2303, they were the most independent 1o
judgwent, aad the raost conrageons whean
oc:sslon demanded {t. Confesslon, finally,
naid the speaker, In an eloquent perora
tion, warned the youth agatnst the pas
elons which, rislng in a tarbld bliod-
stalned fl yod, threatened to sweep lifa into
a gulf of hopeless vice ; whilat to those
drawing towards the end of life’s jurnoy,
{t spuke In accents of tender hope of the
heaven in store,

Last evening, agan, St. Patrick’s
Church was crowded to the doors with
thoso auxious to hear the eloguent
Father of the Congregation of St Paul
the Apostie, the Rov, Walter Elliott, of
New York, His Graca the Arohtishop
and & number of clergymen and Chris
tian Brothers occupied seats in the
sanctuary, Previous to commencing his
lacture the reverend gentleman said that
on Tuesday evening, in 8t Patrick's,
his subject would bo *Intemperance,”
and on Wednesday evening, in the
Music Hall of the Rideau Strest Oon
vent — by request of the Sisters — he
would state * Why I m a Catholic.”

He then proceeded to rpeak on the
subject of the evening, “ What do Cath.
olics think of the Binle’ and said he
had read ia the Lives of the Faihers of
the Desert of Saiat Seratia, who, after
having lived for maay years in the
wilderness, was iuspiced to go iato the
world end convert sinners. Thie way in
which hie performed that Apaetolic work
was by selling himself as a slave, and
when he had converted hiz fellow slaves
88 well a3 their master would seli him-
self egain and agein, Oue dey he met
a poor man in the streets of Alexandria
to whom he gave his outer clothes, and
to another poor man his uadercloining,
80 that he was himself almost naked,
A stranger meeting him asked him who
nrd robbed him, when, holding up a
book, he said

TH!S HAS ROBBED ME,
and the book was & copy of the New
Testament. Thera ave few to dsy, satd
the lecturer, who would not ba robbed of
thelr seclfisiness by the readlag of the
Holy S:riptures, which have beea defined
by the Oathollc Church as the word of
God, the best book amongst men, the
supreme book. Bat Gud tesches many
things in the natural order without the
Soriptures. The Old Testament was for
the Jews, but Christ {a the teacher of
mankiod, But how are you to learn the
teachings of Christ? How the teaching
of any great master who is dead? The
Church transcribed the Scriptures ages
before the Invention of printing, He

than gava & classifization of the hooks of '

the Old Testament aud of the new
These bocks, he sa'd, were floatiog sround,
#0 to eav, for two or thres huvdred yoears
in the d fferent churches, when they wero
collested and bovnd together. It must
not be supoored f om howaver, he
paid, that b fore thie tha Chaurch had

been established, The Anostles had d

their work heroleally, and the doecirive
of Our Lord had been expounded, and
His life end suffaring: make kaowa by
them, a'though they wers then gone, and
many of them had left no writtupgs at oll,
50 that {t was npot necessaxy to have
a formel compllation of thelr presch

togs, Time had puwsed sway, and

under Pope Damasus, sbout vhree han-
dred sand fifty yews afier the birth of
Qartst. The argument of the Courch wae,
and is, thet the Scdpturce are fo no avnse
a private possession or a fawily helr loow;
they cre not private, but publlec property.
He tnstanced where, in modern times, the
residence of George Washington had been
purchased by a corporation, but was sub
sequently acquired by the netlonal Gov-
ernment, beceuse too preclous to be
allowed to remain in private bands. As
to the use to be made of the Ssdptures,
the Council of Tient went cazefully over
every book, one by one, firhade any nd-
ditions or leaving out of parts, and alio
the publiehing of epuriovs editiors, paylog,
“God 1s thelr author;” such beiog the
way in which thelr iuepiration was de
sceibzd,  But that does not mesn that
God wrote avy of them. Is it not held
that every word or every phraee ls in-
epired, there are diffsreut opinfons on
these ; but whatever concarns faith or
morals {2 undoubtedly fueplred, sod Cath
olics are bouad to so helicve The Cath-
ollec Caurch takes the Seilptures 23 a gulde,
bat not ss the only gulde, The Sedp-
tures etand firat, but iradition is taken ss
s sapport. The late Curdinsl Nawman,
however, enid, a few years before bis
death, that tiere wa3 not & slogle doe
trine of the Catholle Church which he
could not prove from the Seripturesalone,
A traveller going into a forest, if he
doubts his way, looks np to the suu st a
guide ; 17 \t be right, he Jooks up to the
moon or the siars, and falliog all these, he
consulte the compzss, So it is that fn
doubt the infalitble Ohurch, with her
traditione, is looked to as the guide ln all
diflicaltles, bacause the aunthority of God
s in the Chureh, The Mass, or most
golemn cffize of the Canreh, i3 naarly
altogether compored of parts of tae Serlp
tures ; and o also is it 1o ell the other
public offices avd fuuctions ‘W'be Brovisry
— or, as the pame fwplies, & brief com
peudium ; and which every prlest 1la
bound, under pain of ein, to read every
day in the year—is neatiy aitogether taken
from the Scripiures, so that Uathollcs
havea
THOROUGHLY SCRIPTURAL RELIGION
St. Francis of Sales compares the readlvg
of the Scriptures to pen, lok and paper
The Holy Spirit takes the pen, whica is
the Charch, dipe it in the ink, which is the
Sariptures, aud writes on the paper which
1s the soul of man. As to the use of the
Scriptures by the people, it is well known
that there are many parts which 1t s not
well that children shou'd read too early;
bat they should be read generally. Tue
lecturer here read ao extrast from the
pastoral letter of the Couucil of Balu-
more, whereln the Bishops exhurted the
reading of the Scriptures, and to the prac
tise of famlly prayer. Dat, sald be, it
may bo sald thls was in the States, woere
the cunning Blshops adopted this pro
gramme. What about Spalu and those
othex “priest-ridden” countriex? In
answer to this he read an extract from a
letter from Pope Pius VI, complimexting
the Bishop who had transiated the Sceip-
tares into the vulgar toogue. We have
read, eald he, of *‘the Bibie being
chained up ltke a mad dog.” Well,
be had ssen lo dragglsts’ stores, In
New York, the cliy directory aleo
% chained up ;” he had seen the drinking
enp st public fouutains “chalaed up”
Were the directory and the drinking eup
50 “chalued up " 1n order that the peoovle
might ot bave the uce of them? Cor:
tainiy vot; they were ‘ chaived up” so
that rogues might not eteal them, In the
esrly and middle ages every word of the
Ssriptures bad to be carefully transcribad,
for printing was not knows, but, notwith
stanilng, every church had a copy
“shaiaed up,” for the reason already glves,
We bad all read, he eald, of Marvin Luther
“findlng " the Bibleone day. Waell, they,
the Paullst Fathers, have In their library
in New York, sn editlon of the Bible of
1848, the year in which Luther was born,
sad it {3 the ninth edition {n German,
This alleged finding of the Blble remladed
bim of an occurrencs in New York. A
Mothollst minister wz2s one day waiting
for a horse car, and while dofng so lald
down hiasatchel on the kerb-stone. When
the car appeared he sigualed the driver to
stop, and attempted to pick up bls satebel,
when, to his dismay, ho found it was gona,
P:ezently ha saw a dlsreputable leoking
person making off with 15, and he hellet
bim, saying : * Hello ! you're oteallng my
satchel 77 ** No,” eald the tramp, ** I fonund
it ;" and go Liuther found that which he
had lost., ‘The Church and the Bible, sald
the lecturer, 2re one, a1 ma i and his breath
are ovo. Is the Bibla public or private
property ? The Catholic Charch affirms
that 1t is public properiy ; but the Bibls
does not eay that unlass every man reads
it, and reads it according to himself, he is
lost,  Either the S:riptures, and especl
ally the New Testament, do or do nat re-
quaire an interpreter. The necessity of an
authoritative faterpreter {s showon by the
various bellefs cf the day, A very re-
spectable body of people, the Baptists, for
{nstacce, rule out of Christianity all who
are not baptized by immersion ; and yot
the ceremonial of baptism ls diflisult of
proof from the Scriptures. Si i¢1s with
the doctrine of predestivation, held by
another body of people. The necessity of

is proved, he said, by the fact that
diffierences lerd to doubt, and doubt
leads to infidelity. Even the Mormons
pretend to justify their miserable, loath-
some practices from the Bible, The
religion of Carist means union with
Christ, and to this end the Scriptures
must be read by the light of authority,
But what, said he, are you to do with
the vast multitude who oannot read for
themselves? Do they not need  an
interpreter in whom they can trast, or
