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this side of the country that we learned to
shoot and that is the reason why I came
back to it again. 1 would like to know
wiy you came here in the first place?
I did not give vou the country, but you
followed me from one place to ancther, so
I had to lenve and come over to this coun:
try. 1 did not give you any country, but
‘you took it away trom us. (lere the
speakers eyes glanced defiance.) 1 was
born and raixed in this country with the
Red River half-breeds, and we are going
to that paru of the country, and that is the
reason why 1 have come over here (shak-
ing hands with the Englih officers.) That
is the way 1 was raised in the hunds of
these people Liere, and that is the way |
intend to be with them, Ycu have got
ears to hear and vou have got ¢yes to see,
and ycu see how I live with ihese people.
You see me here. 1 am,if you think I
am, a fool. You are bigger feols than 1
am. This houte s a mcdicine house.
You cowe Lere to tell us lies, lut we don't
want to bear them. [ don’t wish any
lapguage used 1o me ; that is to tell me
such lcs in my Great Mother's house
(alluding to Queen Victoria). Don't you
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.sav two more words. Go back home
"Where you came from., This country is
mine and I intend to stay here and to
raise this couwntry full \(f grown people.
. Sce these people bere.  We were raised
| with them (again shaking hands with the
| Englich officrs).  'That is enough! so
'no more. You see me shauking hands
. with these people. The part of the coun-
try you gave me you ran me out of. I
have now come here 1o stay wiih these
people, and I intend to stay here. ] wish
ynuktn go back, and to take it easy going
back.”
| By “taking it easy,” Sitting Bull meant
‘that the cowmi eion should tuke such a
'long time in going that it would never gét
'back. The ** how hows” of the Indians
“interrupting this address showed the per-
| fect sympathy between them and Sitting
' Bull. His note was the keynote. It con-
vinced the commission at once of the
policy which hied been unalterably decided
-on nv Sitting Bull and his braves.
Thus ihe American commission to treat
 with these Indians on Canadian soil
' proved an utter failure.

Wawanosh Home.
REPORT OCT. 1st. 1877.

"W N the last issue of this paper a short
[ accouut was given of the ways sand
: doings of the ludian boys, ai the
Shingwaulk Home, reserving for this nuwm-
ber some mention of the sister establi~h-
ment, the Wawanosh Howme for Indian
Girls. When first the Shingwaunk IHome
was started, it was intended to educate
and trair boys and girls iu the same in-
stitution, and the trial was wade; bui
eventuaily it was found necessary to have
separate establishments ; hence arose the
{dea of the Wawanosh Home for Indian
girls, under the supervision of a Lady
Superintendent. Last auiumn a five acie
lot of land situated a roile and a quaiter
from the village of Sault Ste. Marie, was
purchased; (the land then was in its
primeval state) ; immediately the Shing-
wauk bouys began to collcct and pile stones,
aud to digthe foundations, and this spring
the buiiding was commenced, the wing of
which is now bui.t finished aud farnished §
about three ncres is clesred, and befure
another year is past, we hope to have the
main building with a frontage of forty-
two feet, Luilt substantinlly of stone ; also
to have a nice quuntity of vegetables

—partiy cultivated by the girls—growing
in the parden, rcady to siow away for
winter supplies; and also some flower
heds, to cultivate the tasie for the beauiiful
which i1s generslly found latent in the
Indian.

But all this must depend upon the
funds we reccive, as 1t will require $20G0
for the building, besides $1000 veurly for
the general expenses 0. the establishmens.
ThLe wing of the building was opened on
the 1lst. October. aud Miss Browne, the
Luady Superintendent entered upon her
dities. The establishment is as yct but
small, and this winter we can only take
ten girls, but when the whole building is
complete we expect to have room for
thirty girls. - .
~ The Wawanosh Home is a Church of
Eungland inst.tution, and is supported en-
tirely by voluntary centributions; $50 tor
hoard, and $26 for clothing for each girl,
being required annuallv. in addition to the
gencral expenses of the insiitution.

- Qur object is to receive zirls about-ten
years of ae, keep them until about fifteen
or sixteen, give them a good Christian
