Gossip of Notables

In the death of Jean Henri Fabre,
which occurred a few days ago In
France, tae world has lost its fore-
most entomologist. At the time Maur-
ice M:eterlinck pablished his book on
the “Wild pee”, probably not tour
hundred people in Britain had heard
of Fabre. The London Entomologi-
cal Society possessed cnly a part of
his mammoth %ork, the ‘“Souvenirs
kntomologique” indeed, only the
br:tish Museum in Lcndon
omplete set of his numerous writ-
ings on natural life. Darwin had call.
ed Fabre the “incomparable observer’
and :znother English critic had said:
“Fabre is the wisest man, and best
read in the book cf nature, of whom

| tha centuries have Aeft us any record.”

His work in the sLUuy of insects was =
colossal effort of sixty years. Though
oppressed by poverty, often hampered
by the prejudice of ignorance, and
without dcmestic incentive, the

‘grand old men’ of entomology not
only surpassed all in his knowlsdge or
field life, but excelled as a botanist,
and his berbararium, the collection of
sixty years, contained the whole ot
the French flora.

Jean Henri Fabre was born near
Serignan in 1823, coming of illiterate
peasant stock. Tn his writings he ex-
mzms that he had no ‘“‘cultured ances.

> to cblige the theory of heredity.
Hls only acgquaintance with agricul-
ture was the taking of ducklings to
and from toe vil':ge pond, for his
father h~d opened a cafe in the vil-
lage. Chiefly by self-tuition he learn.
ed to rezd and write, and this haphaz-
ard knowledge encouraged him to
setve as an acolyte in the village
church in exchange for regu’:r in-
ctepn~tin~> His prozress bought him
an appointment as assistant master at
Caipeutiis at 700 trancs a year. He
had to sappress his love for naturzl
history to study mathematics for his
degrec. Later he obtained a post as
lecturer in physics at Ajaccio, in
Corsica, and there he camc to know
two travelling naturalists, who in-
tluenced him to follow his natural
bent, and thirow mathematics over. In
1854 he was nominated to the college
at Avignon. His first not2ble entomo-
logical treatise was in 1855, when he
published the essay on the Cerceris
wasp. The smallness of his income,
1,600 francs, gave him little time for
study or writ'ng, yet in the 25 years
spent at Av1g1101 he prepared the
base for his great work. In the “Life
of the Fly” he tells ¢f how he failed
‘'n a madd:r-dye factory venture; how
he was sought out =nd taken to Par s
and decorated by Napoleon III. wit
the ch(on of Honor. In his Llfe
and Love of the Insect” how he wazs
visited by Pasteur; in his “Wild Bee”
how he corresponded with Darwin,
and m:zde complicated experiments
for him.

| Jdesus Christ. It was @ good tbiug for
Joash that be bad such a friend as Je-
hoiada the priest, who must have been
a remarkable man in wany ways, liv-
ing to be 130 years of age, so be must
have been 100 or nearly so when be
caused Joash to De proclaimed king,
just about 100 years after the death
| of Solomon.

Joash did right in the sight of the
| Lord as long as be had Jehoiada for
counselor, but the people still sacrificed
| aud burnt  incense in hlgh places
i (verses 2. 3: Il Chron. sxiv, 2, 3). We
| cannot llnuL of Israel (whethber the ten
| tribes or the two or the twelve) being
[ right with God apart from a right ve-
| lation to the tabernacle or temple, for
| {hose buildings stood for God in their
! midst (Ex. xxv, 8; 1 Kiugs vi, 12, 13).
! 80 we read that Joash was minded to
| repair the bouse of the Lord, which
| Athaliah, that wicked woman, had
! broken up (I1 Chron. xxiv, 4, 7). The
{ great fact about tbe Lord Jesus, the
| true tabernacle and temple, was that

He was God manifest in the flesh, God
{ was in Christ. The church, the body
| of Christ now being builded, is wholly
for God. FEach individual believer is
{ a temple and should be wholly for Gor.
| The repairs which Joash desired fo
! make. like all work today, needed
| funds, and he thought of the taber-
nacle of Moses and of the willing of-
¢ ferings (IT Chron. xxiv, 6),"but he did
not seem to remember that. these will-
| ing offerings were brought in. not sent
for. He sent the priests and Levites
out to gather the necessary money, but
the plan did not work, for after twen-
{ ty-three years the funds had not been
zathered and the repairs not made
(verses 4-8; 11 Chron. Xxiv, 5-7). Then
Jehoiada the priest, the king agreeing,
put a chest, with a bole in the lid of
it, beside the altar as one cometh into
the house of the Lord, and a proclama-
tion was made through Judah and
¢ Jerusalem to bring in to the lLord the
offering that Moses, the servant of
God. had commanded Israel in the wil
derness. Then the princes aund the
people rejoiced and brought iu day by
I day, and thus money was gathered in
abundance (verses 7-10; II Chron.
xxiv, 8-11).

Notice that the chest to receive the
offerings was placed Dbeside the altar
ol burnt offering, the brazen altar, ou
which the lambs were offered morning

| and evening, typical of Golgotha and
the one great sacrifice offered once for
all.  The one constraining motive in
i all offerings to the Lord must be thbe
love- of Christ, the Son of God. who
| loved the chureh and gave Himself
! for it; who loved me and give Himsell
for me; no duty about it, but just love
constraining, Then uotice that there
| was no further effort to raise the mon-
ey—no personal appeals, no soliciting
| from individuals, but all was brought
| in joyfully and willingly. Note care-
fully Ex. xxxv. 21. 29;: I Chton. xXix,
| 0. 17, and lay it to heart. On this prin-
ciple 1 have received [or home and for-
missions in the last twenty-five
and a half years (up to July 1, 1914)
| over $T36.000 and in the sume way
have seen for thirty-four years all cur-
rent expeuses of i cougregation easily
met.
