Lord Fisher Must Be
Brought Back, Declared
Mr. Churchill.

London, March 8—Winston Spen- |
cer Churchill,
Admiralty, now a colonel and fresh |
from the trenches, sprang “back into |
the Parliamentary arena yestérday in |
a daring speech, answering First Lord |
of the Admiralty Balfour, who “had |
just presented the naval estimates,
and declared that the Admiralty |

RECALL LORD FISHER.

Winston Spencer Churchill, the for-
mer First Lord of the Admiralty, be-
gan his speech with a warning.

“I am sorry 1 must strike a jarring
note,” he said; “not of reproach, cen-
sure or panic, but of warning. While
Jellicoe commands the Grand Fleet
it will be manoeuvred in the presence |
of the enemy with the utmost pro-|
fessional skill. We must not believe |
that Germany will be content to allow |
her fleet to lie impotent and derided |
in the Kiel Canal. We must assume |
that something has happened in the
German naval yards, and that Ge:-
many has completed her program. |

“The first six months of the naval
administration in this war will, in my
opinion, rank as one of the most re-
markable periods in the historyof the
Royal Navy. My mind is clear that
we cannot afford to deprive ourselves |
or the navy of the strongest and most
vigorous forces available. No personal
consideration must be allowed to
stand between the country and those
who serve her best.”

HOPED HE WOULD STAY |
THERE.

Admiral Sir Hedworth Meux, the
member for Portsmouth, who was
elected to the vacancy caused by th=
elevation of Lord Charles Beresford
to the peerage, declared that if the
Admiralty adopted Col. Churchill’s
suggestion and brought back Lord
Fisher, there would be “general con-
sternation throughout the navy.”

He added that Col. Churchill was
asking the First Lord and the govern-
ment “to commit hari-kiri.” 'lgut, he
declared was the meaning of the "in-
trigue.

Admiral Meux wanted to know
what had been going on between
Col Churchill and Lord Fisher, who
had been “at daggers drawn.” He as-|
serted that Col .Churchill himse
had stated that while at the Admir-
alty he could not obtain proper guid-
ance from Lord Fisher—then First,
Sea Lord—and the Admiral desired |
to know whether that was the man
they ought to bring “back when the
navy itself had not called for him.

Admiral Meux concluded by declar-
ing that everybody wished Colonel
Charchill success in France and|
hoped he would stay there.
