POTATO CROQUETTES
Take fresh mashed potatoes, sea­

son with salt, pepper and butter. Add 
1 well-beaten egg; make into small 
rolls or balls, dip into beaten egg, 
then in cracker crumbs, and fry in 
hot fat to a golden brown; drain on 
brown paper and serve hot.

BOILED POTATOES
Wash and scrub the potatoes. Pare 

and soak in cold water. Put them In 
a saucepan of boiling or cold salted 
water (1 quart of water and tea­
spoonful salt for 6 large potatoes). 
Cook 1-2 hour or until soft. Drain 
off every drop of water. Place the 
pan on back of the stove to let the 
steam escape. Serve very hot.

HEAVEN AND EARTH
Take 10 medium-sized potatoes 

and 4 tart apples. Peel the potatoes 
and cut into small pieces and salt to 
taste. Peel the apples and slice ill 
1-2 in thick slices, lay on top of po­
tatoes, cover with cold water and 
boil till soft. Drain and mash very 
smoothly, and just before serving add 
a tablespoonful of good butter and 
serve very hot. This is delicious with 
roast pork or baked pork sausages.

SAUERKRAUT—STEAMED
Heat 1-2 cupful of butter in a spid­

er. To this (when heated) add i 
quart sauerkraut. Cover, steam for 
1-2 hour, then it is ready to serve.

He was 
at that time presented to the late 
King Edward and Queen Alexandra, 
and in June, 1911, he attended the 
coronation of King George. He was 
made a fellow of the Royal Canadian 
Institute in 1911, He was for some 
years on the directorate of the Paci­
fic Coast Fire Insurance Co., 'and 
was a trustee of the British Colum­
bia Permanent Loan and Saving 
Company.

About four years ago Sir Richard 
resigned the Premiership of his pro­
vince and became Commissioner for 
British Columbia at London, Eng. A 
short .time ago he resigned this post 
because of ill-health.

Pekin, Aug. 7.—Acting-President 
Feng Kwo Chang to-day approved 
the unanimous decision reached at a 
special meeting of the Chinese Cab­
inet to declare war on Germany and j 
Anstrla-Hungary. The ministers of 
the Entente powers probably will 
meet at the Chinese Foreign Office I 
on Saturday to discuss China’s de- | 
Claration of war, which is expected : 
to be issued this week.

Li Yuan Hung, the former Presi­
dent. who has been in the French 
Hospital since the time of the recent 
crisis, has left the hospital and re­
turned to his private residence in 
the Chinese city. Acting President 
Feng Kwo Chang, who arrived in 
Pekin to-day. called upon Li Yuan 
Hung after the latter reached his 
home and urged him to reassume the 
Presidency.

Li Y'uan Hung declined, however, 
to comply with the request of the 
acting President, expressing the de­
sire to retire permanently from pub­
lic life. His hope was, he said, that 
Feng Kwo Chang yrould have a 
successful administration.

Prominent Germans in Pekin are 
conferring with the Dutch Minister 
to China, with the object of making 
arrangements to go to Java. The 
Spanish minister probably will take 
over the Interests of Austria-Hun­
gary.

Premier Tnan Chi Jui and his po­
litical followers insist that Feng Kwo 
Chang as Vice-President automati­
cally became President when Li 
Yuan Hung declined to resume office.

Parliamentarians are assembling 
at Canton and are preparing to or­
ganize a. military Government with 
the sanction of Parliament and to 
elect a President.

Acting President Feng Kwo Chang 
has asked for liberal appropriations 
to be used in suppressing the south­
ern milttary^element.
