If snybody were asked what comparison
exista between the speed of railroad trains
now and fifty years ago, he would probably
say that hardly any can be made.

The difference, however, is far less than
is generally supposed. In May, 1848, the
Great Western railway engine, Great Brit-
ain, was driven by Engineer Almond from
Paddington to Dideot, fifty-three miles, in
forty seven minutes, starting and stopping.
When we consider that the brakes in those
days were very crude, this is pretty fast
travelling

Nor was this done once, but repeatedly.”

The broad gauge expresses were froquent.
ly timed at the rate of & mile in forty-eight
seconds, or seventy-five miles an hour, and
even s higher maximum was attained for
short distances.

The Bradshaw for 1848 shows that the
morning expresses were timed to leave Pad-
dington ten minutes to ten o'clock, and
start agnin from Didcot thirteen minutes to
eleven.  Allowing four minutes for the stop
at Dideot, the train must have been official-
ly timed at & mile & minute.

The railway records show that the train

After the Crimean War.

On July 12, 1856, the Crimes was finally
evacuated by the British forces, after a war
of over two years. All the remaining store
and the establishments having been embark -
ed, n company of the Fiftioth British regi}
meut was posted outside the town of Balak-
lava to receive the Russian troops, and on
their approach marched in with the Rugsisu
guard, which was composed of about fifty
mounted Cosacks und & similar number of
Cosack infantry. The usual salutes took
place, the Russians placed sentinels where
they wished, and the English troops march-
edon board her majesty's ship Algiers.
General Sir William Johsi Codrington, who
was chief fn command of the forces in the
Crimes, and who died in 1884, embarked
with his personal staff at the same time.

During this war the British lost 3,500
killed in action or died from their wounds,
4,544 of cholera, and nearly 16,000 who suc-
cumbed to other diseases, making s total of
23,744, of whom 270 of whom were officers;
and besides these 2,873 were disabled. The
loss of the French allics was estimated at
63,500 men, while the loss of the Russians
on the opposite side was reckoned as high as
500,000 men. The war added to the British
national debt £41,041,000,

Notwithstanding the eneormous amount
expended, Britain asked from Russia no
pecuniary compensation, nor gained one
iuch of land, but the -defeat of the
Russians kept them out of Constanti-
ople, and made- the way to India aud the
East clear. The memoirs of Earl Russell
show that it would have secured for the
Turkish nmpln much internal benefit if the
French had been disinterested as the Bri.
tish and not required in that case some ter-
ritory for llmmelm—-“pnn Momenta.
