On the 22nd July, 1905, the Ottawa
Cabinet authorised the transmissien
of a despatch enquiring whether the
Government -of the Commonwealth
would Ye willing to enter into negotia-
tions with the Government of Canada,
with a view to establishing preferential
trade relations between the two coun-
tries, and, if so, whether the former
would be prepared to offer stated tariff
concessions to the latter, -Or would pre-
fer to make the subject one for con-
sideration by a conference between dele-
gates representing the two Gevern-
ments.

Laurier on November 22nd of the same
year to the folowing effect: “The susg-
gestion for the establishment of a pref-
erential trade arrangement is ene that
meets with the warmest sympathy of
this Government.

CLEVER SWINDLE.

Bank Clerk and Accomplice Make a
Great Haul. ‘

BUDAPEST Jan. 29.—The Budapest
Innerstaden Savings Bank has been rob-
bed of $62,600 by an ingenious fraud
concocted: by a bank clerk and an ac-
complice. L

Last October the bank received a let-
ter purporting to come from a wealthy
landowner, who usually kept a balance
of over $100,000 to his credit, that he
had completed a purchase from a cer-
tain J. Muller, of Vienna, for $62,600,
andrequestmcthehanktomtmlnm
to Herr Muller on demand.

At the same time a Herr Muller
wrote to say that he did not want the
money immediately, and asked that it
should be put to his credit and a
cheque book sent to him. This was
done, and all the money was drawn out
by cheque in six instalments before the
end of the month.

When the landowner called at the
bank the extent of the swindle was real-
ised.

WOMAN FREEZES T0
DEATH IN WINNIPEG

Mrs. C. W. Troughton, -Aged 67
Years, Found Dead Amid
Squalid Surroundings.

(Special Despatch to The Leader.)
WINNIPEG, Jan. 29.—In the long
list of tragedies which have for
years past been recorded, not one is
more distressing than that which
took place today. In a cottage, 397
Logan avenue, resided Mrs. C. W.
Troughton, and the interior pre-
sented anything but a homely ap-
pearance, the rooms being very scan-
tily furnished. Near a bed, which
did not appear to have any covering
in the shape of bedclothes, lay the
body of a woman, who had been
ushered into eternity tbrough the ex-
treme severity of the weather.

To those who witnessed the scene
described, it was most pitiable to be-
hold—in fact, it would be difficult
to imagine one couid live in a house,
the state of which has been de-
scribed as filthy. In several rooms
there were beds, and in one of the
apartments a mattress lay on the
floor. There did not appear to be
any clothing or coverings, and the
condition of the house suggested that

CUTS THROUGH

Map Supplied to City Engi
mission Shows Ham
Passing Within a Few

An interesting question has arisen
in consequence of a map supplied to |
the City Engineer by the Railway:
Commission relative to the Hamilton
street crossing.

Desiring to report to the Works
Committee with regard to the pave-
ment of the crossing in question, En-
gineer Angus Smith applied to the
commission for a map embodying
their decision whereby the crossing
was made a public highway. In due
time.the map arrived, and on exam-
ination showed the crossing to be a
continuation of Hamilton street, with
no deflection to the west in approach-
ing the railway whatever. The cross-
ing, according to the map supplied
by the commission, cuts right through
the C.P.R. gardens and station plat-
form, the roadway passing within a
comparatively few feet of the station
building.
