ON THIAL POB NURDER

Mrs. Caleb Hartley Accused of Poison- |
ing Her }}’usbaud

EVIDENCE IS AGAINST HER.

Henry Louls Ling the Chief Witness for’|
the Crown—He was Employed by
the Deceased—Maodienl Testi-
mony Proves That Ar-
senic Was Used.

BRANTFORD, Oct. 25.—The trial of Maria
Hartley for the murder of her husband,
Caleb Hartley by poisoning at New Dur-
ham on Sunday, May 18, 1804, commenced
yesterday before His Honor, Mr. Justice
MacMahon. The case promises to be a
lengthy one.

Mrs. Sarah Allen, wife of William Allen,
New Durham, was the first witness. She
said: *‘T have known Mr. and Mrs. Hartley
thirty years. Mr.and Mrs. Hartley and
Fred Hartley were at my place for dinner
on Christmas. Mrs. Hartley said if Caleb
was out of the way she would marry-Ling.
She began the conversation by talking
about Ling, and I asked her what she
wanted to do with Ling when she had a
good husband and a grown family. She
said that she did not like her husband,
and I told her Ling was young for her.
She said she could keep him and would

use him well. She frequently said she did
not like her husband, and said that some
years ago. I did not see her again from
Christmas until after her husband’s death.
I know Ling by sight and I saw him
between Christmas and the time of Mr.
Hartley's death. I have never seén Ling

and the prisoner together on the road.
Daniel Quigg, shoemaker, of New Dur-
ham, deposed: “I can’t exgetly answer
the question as to the relations between
Mr. and Mrs. Hartley, but at certain times
they were not acting as man and wife.
For the year I had very little to do
with Mr.” HMartley. 1 have heard Mrs.
Hartley speak of her husband, and say
that he was lazy, or something to that
effect. 1 saw Mr. Hartley on Thursday
morning after May 1 in my shop. I do
not know where he had been except what
he told. He did not stay over twenty
minutes that morning. It seemed that
his face was bloated, his eyes were puffed
and he had a peculiar color of the skin. I
judged from his looks that he was sick, as
he shivered once in a while,
BRANTFORD, Oct. 26.—At the Ilartley
murderer trial yesterday Jumes Doh £
jr., testified to having been asked by Mrs,
Hartley to bring her from Norwich ten
cents' worth of strychnine. This wasabout
a year ago last April or May. Rufus
Hannan being sworn said : T live in Haw-
trey and about two weeks aftey Christmas
saw Mrs. Hartley with Ling go up to the
third floor of the American Hotel, Brant-
ford. In twenty minutes they left the
American and went to another hotel,
whére a Miss Quigg, a friend of Mrs. Hart-
ley’s was staying. Luther Hussey lives
next to Ling and saw Mrs. Hartley and
Ling enter O'Brien’s bush on April 22
Merrill Allen, of New Durham, testified to
suspicious friendship on the part of Mrs.
and Ling. was

the previous evening in a fainting con-
dition, was cross-examined by Mr. Osler.
The cross-examination had not gone far
when it became apparent she was again in
a fainting condition. “Mr. Osler then said
he would release her from further cross-
examination. Frank Allan said he saw
Caleb Hartley on the Wednesday before he
died. He had bloodshot eyes and looked
bad. He said to witness he felt ill. Next
day he appeared worse and complained of
pains in his stomach and vomiting. He
got gradually worse and died on the Sun
day. Mrs. Harley did not seem to think
the case a serious one.

Frank Allan,, New Durham, said he
knew Caleb Hartley. He saw him on May
3rd near the cheesefactory. He was going
to the doctors. His face was flushed and
eyes were bloodshot. He told him he had
vomited five or six times that day. “I
board near Hartley’s and called often to
see the deceased,” said Allen. ‘I saw him
Saturday night before he died. 1 know Mrs.
Hartley and Ling. I never saw them to-
gether.

Isaac Haight, farmer 8f New Durham,
gave evidence as to Hartley's illness. Mrs.
Hartley told witness that somebody must
have given Hartley a big dose when he was
away in Hamilton.

When he
met him an honr later, and a couple of
miles nearer Listowel, he had no portman-
teau.

The evidence of the medical wit-
nesses at the adjourned inquest Friday
night will prove that the girl died a virgin.
Maddened by the registance of his victim,
the assassin cut throat, then stripped
her and complgfed his horrible butchery.
He then congéaled the body and clothes.
Before hiding the valise he removed his
overalls, anfl, taking from the satchel a
pair of troupers he had purchased in St.
Mary's, dpfined them, leaving the overalls
in thexfilise.

ASTOWEL, Oct. 27.—The train arriving

e yesterday from Stratford carried
Al\eda Chattelle. Crowds thronged the
way o the station. By a ruse of the
authgkities, however, a hack was employed
and/met the train where the railway
crosses the road some distance from town.
A crowd assembled at the jail on arrival
of the hack carrying the prisoner, and as
he was being hurried into the cell cries of
“Hang him!” “Lynch_him!” and similar
expressions were heard, and for a time
there appeared indications of trouble, but
the officers of the law succeeded in placing
the prisoner securely in the cell of the jail.

The adjourned inquest was then pro-
ceeded with. The prisoner occupied a seat
at the right of the coroner, and was dres-
sed the same as on Tuesday when he was
brought on the platform at the depot here.

After hearing all the evidence the
coroner’s jury handed in a verdict of wil-
ful murder against the prisoner, Almede
Chattelle.

The prisoner was next arraigned beforo
a magistrates’ court, consisting of Police
Magistrate Techune and Mayor Feather-
stone. . Much of the evidence taken by the
coroner’s jury was gone over. The magis-
trate charged him under the section in the
revised statutes’ which gives the prisoner
an opportunity to make a statement, and
warnied him that anything he might say
might be used against him. He replied
that he was guilty and had nothing else to
say. Then he was. removed to the cell,
where he was stripped and his clothing
examined. Many blood stains were found
on his drawers,

While betug searched he repeatedly said
he did not care how soon he was put out
of the world. .

“Let them cut me to pieces, or hang, or
shoot me,” he remarked, ‘‘They have
proved I did it. What is the good of de-
laying matters. The sooner they get it
over and done with the better.”

At10.15 & hack was in waiting at the jail
door and a restless mob was clamoring
outside for the prisoner. A number of
constables were on hand and the prisoner
was suddenly rushed through and into the
hack. A large rock followed in dangerous
proximity and narrowly escaped hitting
persons in the crowd., He was driven off
at full speed to the station, followed by a
turbnlent crowd, At the station the train
was not yet in and the prisoner was taken
into the depot, where he remained closely
guarded until its arvival.

The crowd here was very demonstrative
and seemed dangerous, All sorts of cries
and threats were made, such as ‘‘ Lynch
him,” **Hang him,” “Use the rope,”
“Throw him under the train,” etc, The
officers ran him down the platform, fol-
lowed by the crowd, and at the car steps a
détermined effort was made to get him.
There was no organized leader, but a few
men the worse of liguor called for volun
teers to follow them into the car and take
nim. In the scramble Constable McCarthy
drew his revolver and Chief MceCarthy, of
Stratford, narrowly eseaped falling under
the car, For ten minutes the train remain-
od, during which many inflammatory
threats were made by the crowd, Flually,
at 10.40 the train pulled out, followed by
wild and derisive cries from the mo

AWAY FROM HOME FOR YEARS

Then He Returned Suddenly, and as Mys-
teriously Disappeared Again Last
September—He Was a Miner,

a Sailor and a Tramp—

His Folks Shocked.

MONTREAL, Oct. 20.— A special des,
from St. Hyacinthe states that Almeda
Chattelle was born in that town 52 years
ago. He has two brothers and several
sisters alive and married there.. In his
youth Chattelle was one of the altar boys
there in the Roman Catholic church, and
was rather a commonplace youth. While
in his teens, however, he became restless,
and one day disappeared from St. Hyacin-
the. Year after year passed and no tidings
of the missing boy reached his parents,
who mourned him as one dead.

Chattelle told his friends when he was
in St. Hyacinthe in September last that
he never had time to make the trip from
Montreal or Quehec back to St. Hyacinthe.
He deserted from a'ship when in New
York and made his way across the con-
tinent and it was then that he fell in with
the James boys. But he had been west
before this, for when the gold fever broke
out in the State of California Chattelle,
youth though he was, joined the army of
“forty-niners,” and tried his fortune in the
western gold fields. His luck was but in-
different, and he shipped from BSan
Francisco for New York and thus first
took to sea.

After having thus, as it were, roved from
clime to clime for 30 years, Chattelle took
a notion last summer to return to St.
Hyacinthe, His father and mother were
dead and his brothers and sisters had
houses of their own. The old home had
passed into other hands. I8 was near the
first of July when the long absent man
came back. Noone knew him, he had to
impress his identity upon his friends before
they would receive him. Chattelle was

well dressed, and expressed » desive to
settle down in his birthplace.  He onst
about for employrent and shortly after
he reached here procured work with the
Electric Light Co. In September he dis-
appeared. He left suddenly and without
warning one Saturday night, after being
paid by the Light Co.

News of Chattelle's arrest caused a sen-
sation in St. Hyacinthe and the confession
he has made caused another and_ greater
one. It is believed some of Chattelle’s
relatives will go from St. Hyacinthe to
Stratford to see the unfortunate man.

Chattelle had a conversation with a re-
porter, in which he told of his lonthsome
crime. He met Jessie on the track and
attempted to assault her.

“Did you accomplish your purpose ?

“No; she resisted me on the track, and
was too strong for me, and after a struggle
I hit her on the head with a stone, render-
ing her insensible. 1 then half-carried,
dinlf-supported her across the field to the
bush, where I cut her throat and then in-
flicted the other wounds.”

“ What did you do with the organs you
removed P

“1 buried them in a field near where
the valise was found. T can’t describe the
place exactly, but if a bloodhound was put
on the scent it would find them.”

* Why did you remove the parts?”’

“1 don't know : after I found I conld
not accomplish my purpose I bocame mal-
dened and did not know what followed.”

“ Why did you strip the body

¢ Tdon't know,"”

“There was a strong case againsi you #”

“Yes, and the witnesses told the truth
for the most part.”

*They say you have been guilty of simi-
lar acts before this ¥

“No, never ; and I would not do it again
for all the world. Iam sorry I killed the
poor girl.”

* Were you not afraid of being lynched?”

“1 would not have cared. I might as ,
well die to-day as to-morrow. Whatqif-
forence does a day make * [ did it. I
have confessed it, and I have got to die
anyway, and the sooner it is over the bet-
ter.”
