The Opposition seek to distract the 
minds of wool-growers in Canada by 
pointing ont that some grades of wool 
are admitted free of duty. What are 
the facts? We import more wool than 
ever. In 1877-8 we imported 6,230,084 
pounds; in 1880-1, 8,040,287 pounds. 
If that were all, as the Opposition pre­
tend, there would be some show iu 
their attacks upon the tariff in regard 
to wool. But it is, in fact, only half 
the story. Turn to the other side, and 
from the export returns it will be 
toond that, while in 1877 8 we expor­
ted 1,445.893 pounds, in 1880-1 we only 
exported 1,404,123 pounds. That sim­
ply means that because el the manu­
facture of woollen goods developed un­
der the tarifl a home market was 
found for 1,041,770 pounds of home­
grown wool that would otherwise have 
been sent out of the country. There 
was in addition an uppreci-hie.rise iu 
the value of the expert, averaging in 
1881 304 cents per pound, against 28} 
cents in 1878. The less sent out, the 
better the price received tor what was 
sent.
