EACH IMMIGRANT MUST dAVE
TWO HUNDRED DOLLARS.

| Order-in-Council Passed at Ottawa With

the Object of Restricting Asiatic
Immigration—~Mad:s With Consent
of British Government.

Ottawa, June 19,
stricting e¢migration from India to Can-
ada an order in Council has been pass-
ed making it compulsory that every In
dian ymuugrant eighteen years or over
shall have in his or her possession the
sum of at least 3200 on landing in Can
ada,

It is understood that the regulation is
made with the consens of ine British
Government. Althsugh as a result of
the regulations passed on the return
of Mr. Mackenzie King . from England
and the action of the Indian autnori-
ties in  discouraging any turther emi
gation of tindus to tlus country the
lafiux of the latier has practically stop
ped, the Government has found that
vhere is still a loophole or two by which
