The Harhenr and Clsy Decorated-Ilium- 
I Baled Addresses Presented—Els Excel­
lency's Keply—Historical Surroundings.
Quebec, June 4.—Amid a heavy rain 

storm and hazy weather the Montreal, of 
the Richelieu line, with the viceregal party 
on board, steamed under the lowering 
heights of Quebec citadel and forte and 
reached the Queen’s wharf shortly after 
seven o’clock. The shipping was gay with 
bunting, while masses of spruce and ever­
greens indicated that the citizens had pro­
vided a royal reception for the distinguish­
ed visitors.

THE DISEMBARKATION
took place at ten o’clock. The viceregal 
party stepped from the steamer, passed 
under a beautiful arch composed of a single 
span twenty-four feet high, completely 
cpvered with evergreens. Surmounted by 
the Dominion arms and splendidly hung, 
with flags, erected by the water police. 
The passage up to the reception pavilion 
on the wharf was carpeted and lined with 
small trees alternated with pots of bloom­
ing flowers. Meanwhile a royal salute of 
twenty-one guns was fired from the citadel 
by the men of “ B” Battery, and boomed 
its welcome. At the point of landing the 
distinguished visitors were met by the 
Mayor and members of the City Council 
and conducted to the reception pavilion, 
which is one of the kiosks destined for 
the decoration of Dufferin Terrace. The 
roof is supported on cast iron columns with 
ornamental brackets and friezes. From 
each of the eight arches a bouquet was 
suspended, and plaster cupids were also 
used to relieve the appearance of the struc­
ture.

ADDRESSES
in French and English were read by the 
Mayor.

The address in French was a gem of art 
executed by the nuns of the Bon Parleur 
convent. In the centre at the top were 
the royal arms of the Princess Louise and 
the arms of Lord Leme, surmounted by a 
crown. In the centre base were the arms 
of the city of Quebec and above them a 
view of Quebec from above Cape Rouge, 
while on its left aide was a vignette view 
of the Falls of Montmorency in the sum. 
mer season, and above it a sketch of 
Wolfe’s monument on the Plains of 
Abraham. To the right of the city’s arms 
was another vignette of the Montmorency 
Falla in winter time, exhibiting the 
“ cove,” and above this was the menu 
ment of Wolfe and Montcalm in the 
Governor’s Garden. The whole was sur­
rounded by a beautifully intertwined 
wreathing of roses, maple leaves, thistles 
and shamrocks. The English copy is orna­
mented with the arms of the Marquis of 
Lome at the top, surmounted by the 
crown, eecutcheens Of the Orders of the 
Thistle and St. Michael, and at its base an 
enlarged view of Quebec taken from above 
Cap Rouge.

/ his excellency's reply.
His Excellency, who spoke in French 

and with considérable vigour said :—
Mr. Mayor and Corporation or the City 

op Quebec —It Is with the strongest feeling 
pleasure that we find ourselves among I 
people of Quebec, and bear from these i 
horized to «peak In the name of this indent 
and tamooa city the words af loyalty aad as­
surances of devotion to the Queen which ere so 
eloquently expressed in the address ; and I desire to 
convey through you to the several institutions and 
societies you represent my sincere acknoi ' ' 
ments for the cordial and hearty welcome 
has been extended te us to-day. (Cheers) Loyalty 
is e precious flower that doea not easily droop and 
fade away if it only be allowed to grow in the fresh 
air of freedom, and it will flourish here as long as 
Canada endorse, and be cherished as in the olden 
days where the Golden Lilies for which the life blood 
of many of your ancestors was nobly shed. As 
toe representative of the Queen I beg in turn 
to say that her Majesty knows that her subjects in 
the Province of Quebec are true and loyal men to 
her,whether they be sprung from those whose fathers 
inhabited the British Isles, or whether ancient 
France can claim them as upholding in a new world 
the honour and renown, the fidelity and bravery to 
king and country which distinguished their names 
of old. I speak these words in that beautiful 
language which, in many lands for many centuries, 
has been regarded as the type of efficient ex­
pression, aa the tnbtlest vehicle of thought, and at 
the most skilful interpreter of the mind of mao; and 
the world, while employing it, remembers with yon 
that it is the tongue that in the Church 
broke in eloquence from the Upe of St. Ber­
nard and of Bossuet, and rung in the 
field from 8t Louie, Du Gueedin and the heroic 
Maid of Orleans. With ths race which produced 
these great souls, this place is associated, and 
standing, aa the dty does, on one of the most im­
perial sites oo the earth, it la worthy of the race 
whoee language is spoken throughout old Canada, 
and who fiat crowned with civilised dwellings the 
rocky height which la now the Gibraltar of our 
Dominion (Cheers ) Many changes have taken 
place since the first European vessels cast anchor 
here in the St. Lawrence, bat no event has ever 
stained the honourable records of this fortress, and 
this place which is so dear to history. For was it 
not from here that those influences streamed which 
have converted the vast unknown wilder­
ness into the teeming homes of mighty 
satires. It was from Quebec that the 
promises of faith, and the enduring riches of 
science and civilization spread through a new 
continent. It was from here that the rivets 
were tracked and the floods were made the high­
ways of commerce ant compelled to lighten the 
labour of man. What wonder Is it that you trea­
sure such associations, and that with the advice 
and assistance of Lord Dufferin you resolved to do 
all that in you lay, not only to preserve all that 
reminds the traveller of days of glory, but to em­
bellish to the utmost the precious relic which has 
been bequeathed to you In your beautiful dty i 
(Cheers.) Your provision for the architectural adorn­
ments which bare lately arisen, created by your 
g-neroety and encouraged by the sympathetic mind 
of your last Governor-General, to whom no 
worthy and noble effort ever appealed in 
vain, shows that you will not allow the interest 
and beauty which attract so many thousands of

eas the Princess Louise, everything has 
been done as plainly as possible. Plain 
white peint, without any tinting, is all 
that has been ordered for any of the wood­
work.

They are principally antique scroll work in 
design end of nondescript colours. The 
drawing-room paper is of a drab o* slate 
shade in plain leaf pattern, and that of the 
front range of the bed rooms is of a fire 
briok tint. The paper of the passages is a 
kind daisy pattern. Those who judçe 
of articles by their cost instead of by their 
appearance and utility would be surprised 
at the pleasing effect of these moderate 
priced papers upon the walls of the citadel 
apartments.

THE CITADEL HOME.
It is well known that her Royal Highness 

is an ardent lover of simplicity and a 
strong opponent of luxurious decorations 
and appointments simply because they are 
costly. This bent of mind is evident not 
only in the dress worn by the Princess, 
which is always plain, and to-dav was 
excessively so, an ordinary black suit 
being worn with pearl earrings and gold 
locket with monogram worked out in dia­
monds ; bnt also in household affairs. For 
the benefit of our lady readers I will briefly 
indicate the style in which the citadel 
home is furnished. An English carpet, 
made of quiet colours, which has just been 
received from the old country, covers the 
dining-room. All the passages, stairs and 
the office of the aide-de-camp 
have been covered with grey 
cocoanut matting. The drawing-room 
carpet is Brussels, of a new pattern select­
ed by her Royal Highness and made in 
England. It is very plain in colour, the 
foundation being a brownish green to har­
monize with the greenish tint of the paper 
on tne walls, mixed with black and 
a little red, and slightly enlivened 
with bine and yellow. The fur­
niture used by Lord Dufferin remains 
in the drawing-room. The new curtains in 
all the windows are of red serge. Some of 
the smaller bedrooms are simply hung with 
cretonne. The carpet in all the bedroom» 
is a mixture of blank and crimson, being 
what is generally known aa the red moae 
pattern. The furniture, even in the bed­
room» of the Marquis and her Royal High-

Quebec, Thursday, June 6.
Despite a rain storm the Governor-Gene­

ral, attended by a small staff, rode through 
the city streets, past the Lower Town out 
towards Wolfe Cove, the scene of the lum­
bering operations. Crossing the river by 
the ferry, he made an inspection of the 
Levis forts, which crown the rising ground 
towards the south. These fortifications 
are unfortunately in an incomplete state, 
although in these days af big guns and 
heavy projectiles, their capture would en­
able an enemy to play upon Quebec citadel 
itself. On returning to this city an inspec­
tion of all the defensive works on this side 
of the river was completed.

AT THE UR8ULINE CONVENT.
After lunch a visit waa made to the Ur- 

auline Convent. His Excellency, her 
Royal Highness and two or three mem­
bers of the suite comprised the party. The 
cloisters of the monastery are con­
sidered to be sealed except to mem­
bers of the community, princes of 
royal blood and Governors of 
the Dominion. They were trod by Cana­
dian Viceroys as far back as the Marquis de 
Tracy. This veteran, of seventy years, who 
personated royalty of the time of Louis 
XIV at the Castle of St. Louie, was always 
attended by four pages and followed by six 
footmen ; twenty-four guards preceded and 
officers of various grades surrounded him, 
all apparelled in court dress. To-day there 
was no such pageant, the Marquis of Lome 
attending in the costume of a private gen­
tleman, having as his attendant a single 
British major. Although times have 
changed and pomp and display are no longer 
deemed essential to the visit of a Canadian 
Viceroy, the name ai De Tracy is honoured 
by the Ursulinee. W e are told that he 
presented three fine loaves of blessed bread 
and twenty crowns for the monastery on 
the occasion of the feast of St. Joseph in 
1666, and subsequently erected a chapel 
dedicated to St. Anne, which cost him 
about 2,500 livres.

IN THE CLOISTERS.
When the viceregal party arrived at the 

door of the monastery they were received 
by the Archbishop of Quebec and Father 
Lemoine, chaplain of the institution. The 
high gates of the monastery were swung 
open as his Excellency advanced, and the 
Princess and one or two ladies of her suite 
passed within. The distinguished visitors 
were introduced to the religieuses, the 
Princess shaking hands with the Mother 
Superior and leading members of the body. 
They ascended the massive stair-case and 
entered the large reception hall, 
where about seventy young ladies 
dressed in white were arranged in 
tiers. .An inspection having previously 
been made of the cloisters in the large 
hall, several addresses of welcome, com­
posed by the religious ladies of the convent, 
and set to music by them, were sung to a

Siano and harp accompaniments. Miss 
I’Malley then advanced and ad­

dressed the distinguished. visitors in Eng 
lish and French, and referred to the 
visits made to the convent by English 
and French Governors and gave a sketch of 
the origin and history of the normal school 
branch of the monastery since its founda­
tion, twenty-two years ago. Thirteen 
little girls, dressed in white and wearing 
wreaths, each carrying a beautiful bouquet, 
advanced to the foot of the dais. A dia­
logue was given by Misses Smith and 
Letellier, forming an acrostic on 
the names Lome and Louise, in which the 
various flowers were described. This 
a very pleasant feature of the performance, 
which was admirably performed. The 
Misses Neilson and Braun then advanced 
and handed their respective copies to 
her Royal Highness. The addressee were 
beautifully engrossed on white watered 
•ilk. The children alio presented each a bou 
quet to her royal highness. The Princess 
spoke s few pleasing words to the pupils, 
and requested that all the bouquets should 
be sent her as a souvenir.

Quebec, Friday, June 6.
After the visit to the Ursuline Convent, 

the party immediately drove to the Ladies’ 
Protestant Home, where an informal visit 
was made. The institution is intended for 
the refuge for orphan children and women, 
and is managed by a committee of ladies 
and representatives of churches. The dis­
tinguished visitors next proceeded to the 
Church of England Female Orphan Asylum, 
which they inspected. The party then re­
turned to the citadel. To-day the pro­
gramme opened with an

visitors. The university seminary, medi­
cal school, and boarding nouae, each of five 
or six stories, occupy three tides of the 
seminary square, the centre being laid out 
as a garden. More than a quarter of a 
million dollars have been expended in the 
construction of the buildings. The original 
institution waa founded in 1663 by Francois 
Laval, of the house of Montmorency, who 
devoted hie talents and wealth to the ob­
ject. The university has 160 students 
and the seminary 500. On the arrival 
of the viceregal party they were 
ushered into the reception room, 
where the professor» were presented to hie 
Excellency end her Royal Highness. 
Thence they proceeded to the Convocation 
Hall, a spacious and light apartment on 
the fifth story of the college building. The 
decorations, comprising heraldic shields, 
flags, etc., were simple in character but 
tastefully arranged. A canopy oocup 
the centre of the platform ana beneath it 
his Excellency and her Royal Highness 
were seated. After the national anthem had 
been played by the Seminary band, an ad­
dress was presented to his Excellency by 
vicar-general Hamel, rector of the Univer­
sity, on behalf of the corporation of Laval. 
He viceregal party afterwards inspected 
the museums of geology, natural history, 
arts and sciences, the library, containing 
50,000 volumes, and the picture gallery, 
where are hung several specimens of the 
French school of pointing, and some good 
examples of Salvator Rosa.

AT THE ART EXHIBITION.
During the afternoon the distinguished 

visitors proceeded to the Art Exhibition, 
where her Royal Highness examined with 
much interest the painting, statuary, 
bronzes, works of art and bijouterie which 
crowd the tables. The exhibition is purely 
of a local character, the objects having 
been loaned by city families, but is, never­
theless, interesting to lovers of the beauti-, 
ful. Her Royal Highness expressed plea­
sure with the art collection. As the exhi- 
bition will close at once, no opportunity 
is afforded her Royal Highness to exhibit 
any of her own productions with brush 
and palette, if she desired to do so.

PRESENTATION TO HER ROYAL HIGHNESS.
The Prinoeea was presented with an 

artistic piece of ladies’ work, which has 
been on exhibition. It consiste of a boxed 
frame four feet long, about two feet wide, 
and four inches deep, with massive gilt 
frame lined with ocetly satin, highly decor­
ated with gilt surroundings. The articles 
contained m this are a cushion in moiré 
antique, with a photograph of the Queen 
encircled with gold oord, with the royal 
crown surmounting it. This crown is 
made up of heavy gold thread and has in 
miniature all the jewels of the state 
crown worn by her Majesty. Underneath 
the photograph the signature of her 
Majesty is worked in heavy gold thread. 
The cushion is surrounded with corded 
laoe, having four rich gold tassels depend­
ing from either corner with a little gold 
garland supported by a moiré antique rib­
bon, attached to which ie a poetic effusion 
eddreeeed to the “ Tight little Isle of the 
sea,’’ by Mr. Pamphile Lemay. On each 
side this highly artistic cushion are photo­
graphs of Ilia Excellency and her Royal 
Highness, enclosed in gothic frames of 
Rusai» leather with roses, morning glories, 
namoli—, out leaves and grapes, signifying 
plenty.

THE ADDRESS NUISANCE

The corporation of 
Laval University, however, apparently dis­
covered a serious omission in this regard, 
which in an address they endeavoured to 
supply. Nevertheless there are many 
hopeful signs that the virtues of the Prin­
oeea and his Excellency, together with the 
declarations of loyalty of Canadians may be 
more often taken for granted in future. 
This will not deprive institutions or socie­
ties of the advice and congratulations of 
his Excellency who seems always ready to 
volunteer pleasant, and often effective re­
marks, without being spurred thereto by-1 
the infliction of an address.

The fact is that many new in­
dustries have even been brought into life 
already, although the national policy has 
been inaugurated scarcely two months. The 
sugar refinery at Montreal, the projected 
refineries at St. John and Halifax, the cot­
ton factory at Montreal, and many others 
which have been noted from time to time 
in this paper, as well as others, undeniably 
attest to this fact.

As to the industries already established, 
we have letters from manufacturers in the 
Maritime Provinces, especially manufac­
turers of furniture sad wooden ware, which 
state that there is a great revival in their 
business, end what probably has never 
occurred before during the past five years, 
orders are ahead of production. These 
letters will be shown to any person who 
may desire to see them.

The trouble with the Globe and papers of 
a like stamp, whose very existence is de­
pendent on the support it gives to its party, 
is that the national policy is already a 
success, and is likely to be a still greater 
success. Enterprise must be shut off at all 
hazards, is the watchword of the Grit press, 
for in a continuance of the depression, and 
in that alone, is the success of the party 
even five or ten years hence in any way 
probable. For this reason, the Canadian 
manufacturer is abused ; an undue preju 
dice is created against the home manufac­
tured article ; and capitalists of weak 
faith and who have not the courage of 
their convictions by reason of the Grit 
slanders, are led to withhold from embark­
ing in new enterprise. In fact, the Grits 
are doing all that in them lies to create 
distrust and uneasiness, and are certainly 
doing much to prevent a return to prosper­
ity. Many of the Grit journals, of course, 
would be disposed to give the new national 
departure a fair trial, but the action of their 
leaders has brought about different results, 
and we find the Toronto Globe and St John 
Telegraph, the Montreal Herald and the 
Halifax Chronicle, working side by side 
and hand in band in a despicable attempl 
to break down a national feeling, th< 
growth of which the present tariff 
tended to foster, and educate the people of 
this country to the Idea that there is no­
thing in them—that we were intended to 
act solely and for all time as hewers of 
wood and drawers of water for our Ameri­
can neighbours.

Such tactics will not prevail, however. 
We have the firm conviction that before 
long a revival of business will take place 
throughout Canada ; we expect to see sugar 
refineries started in St. John and Halifax, 
which will have the effect of largely extend- 
ing our West India trade ; and we expect to 
see, before long, furniture and other fac­
tories established in Monoton, if our people 
show themselves equal to the occasion, as 
we believe they will.

EIGHT WORKMEN KILLED.
Collapse ef the Malms of a Burnt Baud.

lag—Forty Men Carried Mews with the
WreeB.
Cincinnati, 0., June 6.—A terrible ac­

cident occurred late yesterday afternoon et 
the burned building of Poet * Co. About 
forty men were employed in clearing away 
the debrit when the interior wall gave way 
and fell with a great crash, bringing down 
with it portions of the second, third, 
fourth and fifth floors, together with 
the men who were at work 
on them. About thirty men went 
down, end eight <A them were killed. 
Ten were seriously injured, and the re­
mainder more or leas hurt. Some of the 
men had miraculous escapes. Joseph 
Kinsey, a member of the firm . of Post A 
Co., was in the structure, bat not wounded. 
The killed are Daniel Cronyn, Wm. Ham­
mer, Charles Langreth, Jerome Symea, 
and four bodies not identified. Steve 
Haye» is dying. Wm. Hammil, Jerome 
HeUeger, Edward P. Havemeyer and several 
others ere badly hurt. The scenes in 
the vicinity were heartrending. The 
injured and dying were placed in neigh­
bouring rooms, where they received medi­
cal assistance, and the streets were filled 
with anxious friends identifying loved ones 
dead, or seeking them out in the hospital. 
The firemen worked heroically, and were 
ably assisted by volunteers. Only a small 
part of the damage was done at the first 
fall. Just as those who were then injured 
were being rescued, the second fall occur­
red, which did most of the damage. Men 
are still at work on the mini, but no more 
bodies have been found. At noon to-day 
the coroner ordered the work of clearing 
away the debrie to be stopped, on account 
of the risk of further accident. One body 
is still in tiie ruins. All the other missing 
parties have reported,

Winnipeg, Manitoba, June 2.—The 

great Red River Valley of the North, about 
which so much has been written, is really 
about 500 miles long and seventy-five miles 
wide. It extends about 100 miles south of 
Fargo and Moorhead, on the Northern Pa­
cific, northward 400 miles to Lake Winni­
peg, in Canada. About 150 miles of the 
valley is in Manitoba. The river is about 
one-half as large as the Ohio. It is naviga­
ble from Fargo to Lake Winnipeg at all 
times. It forms the boundary between 
Minnesota and Dakota. It is into this 
valley, and farther on up into Manitoba, 
that the swarms of immigrants are now 
pouring.

Is this a wheat-country ?
It is really the wheat-country of North 

America. At the south end of the valley, 
on the Northern Pacific, is the famous 
Dalrymple farm, of 65,556 acres ; and from 
Dalrymple’s farm to Winnipeg, in less than 
throe years, will be one continuons wheat- 
field, 400 miles long, and from fifty to 
eighty miles wide, containing more than 
15,000,000 acres. The soil ie rich and black, 
It is the black prairie-aoil of Illinois in a 
spring-wheat latitude. Gov. Howard, of 
Dakota, tells me that the Red River Valley 
and the prairie contributory to it will one 
day produce260,000,000bushels of wheat an­
nually, and wheat worth $2 a barrel more 
than wheat grown in Illinois and Missouri. 

Are settlers filling up the oountry ?
Yes. It is seldom, m riding the first 

300 miles, that you are out of the sight of 
settlers’ huts. Beyond that the 
are specked with 
suppose I saw teams 
prairie aa often as once in a mile during 
the entire distance. 1,329,000 acres of 
wheat land were taken up in the Red 
River Valley in 1877-78, and over 2,000,- 
000 acres are said to have been taken up 
during 1878-79. The present crop looks 
exceedingly good, and I suppose 6,000,000 
bushels of wheat will be raised in this val­
ley alone this year. The yield is always 
from twenty-five to thirty-five bushels to 
the acre.

Where are the immigrants coming from ? 
On the train and Rea river hosts I saw 

people from almost every nation. There 
Were Mennonitee for the Mennonite set­
tlements in Manitoba, Canadians from 
Quebec, Yankees from Vermont, and one 
party of Scotchmen who had oome across 
the Atlantic. The Scotchmen had eleven 
horses and a full car-load of implements 
and furniture.

“ Where did you come from ?” I asked a 
grey-headed Scotchman.

“I came from Argyll, Scotland,” an­
swered the spokesman, whom they all 
called Alexander McFadden.

’* What were you doing there ?” I asked. 
“ Farming for the Duke of Argyll, sir. 

We’ve been his tenants for twenty-four 
years.”

“ How much rent did you pay in Scot­
land?”

“ I paid £6 [$30] an acre for twenty 
acres, when I could ; and, when it was paid, 
I didn’t have enough to buy a gown for my 
wife.”

“ Where are you going to settle ?” I con­
tinued.

“ We are going on beyond Winnipeg, up 
to the Little Saskatchewan, in Manitoba. 
There’s a Scotch settlement there.”

With Alexander McFadden it was another 
oaae of exodus. Hard times in Scotland 
had really starved him ont.

For about fifty miles beyond Glyndon, 
where the St. Paul and Pacific Railroad 
crosses the Northern Pacific, the best wheat- 
land has been taken ; then, for the next 100 
miles, about one acre in four is selected ; 
while, for seventy miles south of St. Vin­
cent on the boundary between Minnesota 
and Manitoba, the country is all a wild 
prairie.

The ride down Red River on the steam­
