James Holliday, Ship Owner, Is‘on
the Stand—He has No Recollec-;
tion “of Having Paid Assistant
Accountant of Department $3,000;
as Alleged by Gregory's Nephew.

Ottawa, Dec. 17.—The sensational
ineident of this morning’s Session . of
Judge Cassell’s commission was the
remarkahle story told by James Hol-
liday, ship owner, of Quebee, whe had
been on-the stand in Quebec earlier
in the dinquiry. :

Jn 1904 Mr. Holliday leased the
steamer King Edwatd to the depart-
ment” for - carrying lighthouse sup-
plies, étc. The firm asked $200-a day.
but “thé department made -a contract

$125 a~day. The firm, however, lin-

on $200 a day, and ultimately
department - agreed to make it
At $200 a day the firm’s ac¢
count was $32,000; at $189 it was $30.-
400, and this latter sum was paid in
June, 1905. Paymént was made to
the People’s Bank of Halifax, whose
Quebee manager, A. D. Van Felson,
nephew of J. M. Gregory, had power
of attorney” for Mr. Holliday. Then
Mr. Helliday told his story.

Before the Quebec sittings . opened
Mr. Gregory had made some myster-
ious allusions to the Ottawa transac
tion of Mr. Holliday which the lat-
ter could not understand. During the
period in which he was under exam-
inafion, Mr. Van Felsen. asked him
if he did not reeollect that he (Vanm
Felsen) paid the Ottawa official $3.000
for him. Mr. Holliday said that he
recollected nothing of the sorf, and
Mr. Van Felsen said that J. B. Bou-
dreault. assistant accountanf of the
department, had come to him and in-
sistedt'that $3,000 be paid before Mr.
Hollidey’s ~account would he paid,
that Mr. Holliday, after angry pro-
tests; had' assented; that Mr. Holli-
day” had signed three cheeks of $1;000
each that Mr. Felsen had cashed
themy ~at’  different Banks and had
given -the bills to Mr. Boudreault.
Mr.-Van Felsen did. not know Mr.
Boudreault’s name at the time, but
saw him afterwards and learned it.

Mr. Holliday declared that he énuld
recollect nothing °~ whatever  of any]
transaetion, that he could not
trace it in the books,  and that Ye
could not trdaee it in the bank books.
He c¢ould not  swear that no such
cverit- iad o€eurred; but simply that
he could not remember it. Mr. Van
Felden was éxamined this afternmooh.
It came out that Mr. Boudreault de-
nies. the- statement and is suing M.
Van Felsen for $10,000.

Labor Exchange Scheme.

By far the most important contribu-
tion which Gérmany has made to the
handling of ‘the unemployed consists
in her system of Afbeitsnachweise,
or ‘Labor Exchanges. A labor ex-
change, as it is understood in Ger:
many, is an office =t which all -work-
men register their names either ' as
soon as, or just before, their last job
ends, ‘and with which all - employers
communicate 43 goon as they need a
workman. = Its obieet is to keep <m-
pioyers and workpeople. in eloze and
constant touch' with each other. Ts
efiect is twofold, by substituting re-
gular employment for:casual jobs it
puts an'end to the demoralizing tramp
in search of work, which breaks a
man’s health and courage and char-
acter, and eometimes kills his desire
for work before he finds it. It also.
for reasons to b2 deseribed later.
makes possible a much more humane
treatment of thoSe tor whom no work
czn be found in ordinary indusiry
than ‘is possible in this country. The
number of labor exchanges making re.
turns to thé Imperial Statistigal Office
in Rerlin was in 1907 over 700, filling
between 150,000 and 180,000 situations
per month. . The main strength of the
movement lice in the large industrial
towns, which frequently form “the

The labor exchange movement in
Germanv has received the blessing ot
the ministers of the intetior in several
states, who oécupy-something like. the
same position in regatd to German
local bodies as is held in England by
the President of the Local Govern-
ment Board, The views 'of a single
State government are well set forth in
a long ¢ircular which was addressed
on November 28 of last year to the
Bavarian authorities on the subjeet of
public exchanges. M ‘begecii by stat-
ing - that the pubiie and gratuitous
labor exchanges which have now for
many yvears ‘heen crganized in various
parts of Bavaria, have thoroughly
proved their value, and have develops
ed a beneficent activity whieh is con-
tinually increasing. It is the duty of
all State and municipal authorities to
further to thé utmost the wider ex-
fension and eompleter organization of
these publie exc¢hanges,”” and gocs on
to-make & series of instructive recom-
mendations for their better gunidance.
The officials concerned are reminded
that *the exchange is gx institution
existing for' the public wtlfare, which
fulfils itz object in. proportion as it
satisfies the needs of the population.
The responsible ofticers should, there-
fore, make cvery effort to take .into
gceount “the eiretmastances . of - parti-
cular cmployer und workpecple,. and
to give satisiaction to both parties.”
The offices mnst be conspicuous and
properly advertised -‘a point often for-
gotten in this ‘eountry). “To ensure
the confidence both of ecmployers nr}(l
employed it is desirable to form 'in
tonnection with all  exchanges a
supervisory comumittee, consisfing  of
an equal numbér of employers and
workpeopie, under the presidency ® of
an impariial chairman.” Notices des-
¢ribing the .labor exchange should ‘bﬂ‘
posted “at railway sfations, in pubiic
houses, ‘in- all erowded theroughfares
and squares.” - “It j& a ‘matter -for
earnest consideration whether in all
towns wheré a. public lshor exchange
ja.in exiStence steps’should fiot be
taken to persuade all other organiza-
tions which: act as intermediaries be-
tween employers and workpecple to
transfer their work inte the hands of
the public labor exchange, or ‘at least
to arrange that.they .sh:,ﬂl all work in
close harmony with it.’

.The Vallue of the System.

Strassburg is .only one example-out
of many which vary in detail and in
thé”emphasis which they lay upon
particular aspeets of the problem, but
which all have as their common ob-
ject the mitigation of distress due to
unemployiment.  What is the verdict
of ‘experience upon theé system? Tt
maust at once be admitted that it is
of comparatively recent origin in Ger-
many, and that, though it is growing
rapidly in importance and popularity,
it ds atillin. an . experimental stage.
But it is geperally alloweéd to . have
achieved. two xesults, which are. not
only imaportant in- themselves, = but
‘ehich aré also the indispensable, pre
liminary to any satisfactory organiza-
tion of public relief. In the first place,
the labot exchange system, by suryey-
ing._the demand for labor and the
supply of labar over a wide area, en-
ables workpeople to pass rapidly from
o place where their services are mot
wanted to a place where their services
are - wanted. It does not provide
work. -~ It finds work. It is not a
relieving agency. It is a piece of in-
dustrial ‘machinery, which prévents
labor settling in stagnant pools (as it
has settled an parts of Kast London),
and which ‘- supplies "it! with -the in-
formation which is  indspefisable - to
mobility, and whieh'no ihdividual ‘can
obtain 1f unassisted. © A" practical ex-
ample is. more convincing than any
theoretical explanation. .In a' cer-
tain town a factory was destroyed by
an accident; and more than 100 work-
people © were ‘thrown out ‘of work.
What would have become of them in
England?  Some would ‘have Tived on
their &avings, some on fhéir unions,
some on their wives,' some on " tie
pawnships. ' ‘In “this German town
they immediately registered at 'the
local exchange; 'the exchange téle-
phoned and télegraphed 0 ‘employers
and other exchanges, with the résult
that in less than a week they' had all
found work. ~Multiply that example
by thousands, and’ the utility of a
system of labor exchanges is obvious.
In consists in assidting individuals to
find wotk, to ¢lothe themsélves with
something of the ‘mobility of tne
*‘economic¢ man.”

Choice of Three Policies.
