Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—The report of the debate 

on Mr. Mullaly’s motion In the Coun­
cil last evening, which Is published 
in this- morning’s News, Is humiliat­
ing reading. Nobody expected that 
this debate would evoke the expres­
sion of nfuch sound sense by the 
members, but certainly nobody was 
entitled to look for such a display of 
ill manners as the News report testi­
fies to. Mr. Mullaly’s position, the 
more it developed, the more indefen­
sible It becomes. It is quite evideat 
that that gentleman has the most 
ludicrously erroneous impressions 
concerning the purpose and effect of 
an audit. He believes, It would seem, 
that a new audit would expose pecu­
lations on the part of somebody, 
would effect the payment of taxes in 
arrears and make it clear whether 
work contracted for was done accord­
ing to contract or at too large a cost. 
Of course an audit would effect none 
of these purposes. An audit is con­
fined to the books, and it is quite be­
yond the province of a book-keeper 
or actuary to pass upon the quality 
of work done for the Council. As to 
the water rates in arrears, no audit 
is necessary for the reason that the 
facts are easily accessible to any 
member of the Council, and a synop­
sis of the arrears was actually in Mr. 
Mullaly’s hands, it would seem, last 
evening. What Mr. Mullaly wants, it 
is plain, is an enquiry, and such an 
enquiry as he wants is particularly 
within the province of the Council 
itself or of a committee of its mem­
bers to conduct. As Mr. Mullaly says, 
he is not in office as a book-keeper 
but as a Councillor. It he wishes to 
be of any service in the latter capa­
city, let him pursue this enquiry ou 
his own account. I have no doubt 
whatever that there are several mat­
ters in the history of the late Coun­
cil which would be none the worse 
for investigation, and I shall have 
pleasure at a later date in stating 
some of them for Mr. Mullaly’s infor­
mation and enquiry. But until an en­
quiry is made it is perfectly indecent 
to press for an audit or to make rash 
charges of misconduct against of­
ficials whom the public has trusted 
in the past and sees no reason to dis­
trust now. Let Mr. Mullaly make 
only one definite statement upon 
which an enquiry might safely be 
founded and I have 'ho doubt that his 
fellow Councillors will unanimously 
back him up and lend him every fa­
cility in his work of investigation. If 
they refuse, the ppblic will not be 
slow to awaken tflem to a sense of 
their dqty. But I repeat that it is

cowardly to refuse to make a charge 
and still press for a proceeding which 
Implies the existence of a charge, and 
of a very grave one. If he wants the 
arrears of water rates collected—and 
undoubtedly great slackness has ex­
iste^ in this matter—let him order 
proceedings to be taken for that pur­
pose. There is nothing in which an 
audit can help in this matter, for the 
books of the Council display in detail 
the Indebtedness of every person in 
arrears, and Mr; Greene could fur­
nish Mr. Mullaly with a complete re­
turn within twenty-four hours after 
he was asked for it. Àt a future 
time I shall have a pertinent sugges­
tion to make to the Council concern­
ing this question of arrears.

But though we may forgive Mr. 
Mullaly for his want of knowledge 
and inadequate grasp of the matters 
dealt with in his own motion, it is 
harder to pardon the tone he assum­
ed towards bis associates on the 
Board last night. His tone was most 
unmannerly and offensive. “You 
don’t know what you are talking 
about,” "If the Councillors and offi­
cials attended to their duty more and 
talked less, there would be better re­
sults all round.” “What’s that man 
talking about?” “You won’t keep 
me, mister.” These are expressions 
of dissent and disapproval which are 
customary in an alteration at a Street 
corner, but are quite out of place at 
the Council Board. It would seem as 
if Mr. Mullaly for the time forgot 
where he was and imagined he was 
sitting In the House of Assembly.

Walsh, in­
stantly he caught a glimpse of the 
boy aud heard the cry of the people 
reversed his current and putting 
down the brakes brought the tram 
to a standstill, while James Walsh, 
who was the nearest of the specta­
tors, jumped from the sidewalk and 
pulled the lad from under the car. 
When it brought up the wheels of the 
tram were not six inches from the 
little chap’s body. The child escaped 
with a couple of slight bruises and 
Walsh bore him home in his arms. 
Mr. Chas. Andrews was conductor of 
the car. Had it not been stopped so 
quickly the child would have met a 
horrible death. All who witnessed 
the incident said it was the narrow­
est escape they had ever seen.
