The Food Control
Board and Sugar.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Deer Sir,—While your comment on 

the Sugar Situation In yeaterday'a Is­
sue was not made. I am sure, from any 
desire to misrepresent the action 
taken by the Food Board, yet I would 
ask for a little space In wbl<$ to set 
right some grave Inaccuracies In the 
interviews which your reporter ha<l 
with some sugar dealers.

First I gather from your report of 
the meeting of the sugar dealers that 
the retailers (who are not whole­
salers as well), think that the profit 
allowed them Is too small, but at the 
same time think that thirty cents , le 
high enough for the consumer. With 
the latter view all will agree, and It 
Is Indeed a very serious proposition 
to think of advancing the price fur­
ther.

Regarding the opinions expressed 
by sugar dealers, one of whom stated 
that the price here would not have 
advanced beyond twenty-three cents 
up to the middle of August, I beg to 
state that the evidence Is altogether 
against such a view. Two proposi­
tions came to the Board, one that the 
price he advanced to thirty cents Im­
mediately in order that the risk of 
buying thirty-five cent sugar (which 
would sell for thirty-eight cents) be 
covered, the suggestion being made 
that thirty cents would be kept .the 
price for many months; and the other 
proposition was that sugar be permit­
ted to advance cent by cent until It 
reached thirty cents.

It may not be generally known that 
by a mutual arrangement between the 
Food Board and some large sugar 
dealers, the price was being kept at 
twenty-two cents per pound, but as 
sugar was being sold to arrive In J «ly 
at twenty-nine cents (wholesale 
price) and for August onwards at 
thirty-five cents (wholesale), the 
sugar dealers were getting very res­
tive. Because supplies have been so 
very short, many of them did not 
relish selling out their stocks so 
quickly by reason of selling below 
other stores which had no cheap 
sugar. Thus the evidence against a 
continuation of sugar at twenty-three 
cents up to the middle of August is 
overwhelming.

The situation was such that one 
sugar dealer, at least, came to me 
and said he would not buy any thirty- 
five cent sugar if he were not permit­
ted to advance his price, which was 
twenty-two cents. That being the 
case the Board felt that It was time 
to meet the situation by further ac­
tion, and fortunately was able to buy 
sne thousand tons of sugar at a much 
tnore favourable price then had been 
quoted to sugar dealers. And the 
sequel was that the Food Board was 
able to take over the 35 cent sugar 
at a price which entailed very heavy 
losses to the Importer and was able to 
pool all the sugar.

Tour report saye that the mistake 
Apparently made was that the Board 
bought heavily without consulting ex­
perienced dealers. That Is absolut*'" 
in error In every particular. The 
Board did consult experienced deal­
ers, and the sugar Itself Is here now 
to show that the Board made no mis­
take in buying.

Bodies Recovered.
Remains of John and Thomas Wells 

Receive Christian Burial.
(Western Star, June 16.)

On Tuesday night the 8.S. George 
L„ Capt E. Barry, left for Port 
Saunders, the ship having been dis­
patched thither to connection with 
the bodies of two men that had been 
picked up in that vicinity the previous 
day. Mr. Absalom Wells, brother of 
the missing men Messrs. John and 
Thomas Wells, went by her to identify 
the bodies, also Mr. A. Leggo, of 
Ayro & Sons, with whom Mr. Thomas 
Wells had been employed, and Mr. B. 
Musseau. Port Saunders was reach­
ed the following afternoon, and Mr. 
Wells had little or no difficulty in 
Identifying the bodies as those of bis

the sugar dealer who said that, could 
not have remembered the past six 
months, in which sugar has been com­
ing along so slowly that every store 
has been restricting its sales and cub- 
ting down its customer's orders, when 
In some weeks stores were even out 
of such altogether. If this lot had 
not been bought, I estimate that 
very serious shortage would have oc­
curred this month. With the lot here 
there is a chance for all sugar dealers 
to provide against a period when 
shortages may develop again. Strikes, 
labour troubles, lack of freight space, 
trouble at Refineries, all these are be­
yond the control of Newfoundland, 
and these may delay any shipments 
to come. With the news that Canada 
is restricting the export of sugar, that 
the United States <» contemplating 
prohibiting Its export altogether, we 
have to recognize that the future will 

. require very long heads to solve the 
problem that will arise.

In the United States and In Canada, 
the sugar situation is being con­
trolled, and the Nfid. Food Board have 
taken over the sugar business with 
one object in view, tbs benefit Of the 
people. Perhaps it is not now that 
this benefit is seen, bufTater on I 
think it will be very apparent.

I thank you for the courtesy of your 
columns for so long a letter, but I 
think that It le only fair that the 
Board should get a square deal tram 
the sugar dealers as well as from the 
public. I write In explanation only, 
and with no prejudice.

Chairman Food Control Board.
June 18, 1926.
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Mr. W. Garland, J.P., gave us the 
following details: On Monday evening, 
June 7, two young men—James and 
Eugene Rumbolt—on the way to Port 
Saunders from Burnt Wood Point In 
boat, observed something on shore 
which attracted their attention, and 
upon Investigation located the bodies 
of two men. They proceeded to Port 
Saunders and reported the matter to 
Mr. Garland, who Immediately procur­
ed a boat and three men and proceed­
ed to the place directed—about one 
mile west of Spirlty Cove, being tour 
mllee from Port Saunders. They land­
ed In a dory they had taken along 
with them. They found the two bod­
ies about thirty yards apart lying par­
allel with the water, above highwater 
mark as It had been making of late, 
which was much lower than at some 
times. Articles of clothing, also a 
lunch bag was picked up along the 
beach close by, showing that the 
bodies had not ccme far when thrown 
Into the water. One of the men had 
his boots off; the other had one rub­
ber boot on, the other was picked up 
on till beach close by. He. also had 
Mi shirts removed and hie braces 
over his eboulders aa though be had 
proposed to ewlm to the shore. The 
coate and oil clothing were picked up 
near the bodies, and an oar with a 
piece of rope attached was picked up 
about a quarter of a mile distant Two 
vests that had been picked up 
bv the people of Spirlty Cove, one 
.about the middle of the previous 
week, the other some days earlier, 
corresponded with the pattern of the 
coats and the pants worn by the men. 
Pieces of canvas were procured and 
the bodies wrapped therein and con­
veyed to Port Saunders. There ar­
rangements were made to coffin the 
bodies and the matter reported to 
Curling. The men who eo willingly 
aeeleted in making tin coffin were: 
John House, Isaac House, George 
Cole, Chas. E. fike, Jr., and Mr. 
Cal net.

Mr, Henry J. House, of Daniel's Hr.,, 
stated that a string of tee some six 
or seven miles lcng and about 2 miles 
wide, passed about 2 miles off shore 
on the evening of the 16th May. It 
was heavy Gulf icc. Himself and 
others saw two objects on the Ice, 
which they thought were seels, as 
they did' not know at that time that

any men were nrisslng. The objects 
appeared to be two or three hundreds 
yards apart The lee struck the 
Shore In the vicinity of Spirlty Cove 
Sunday night 16th May, and remain­
ed until the 20th. One motor boat went 
off to the Ice, but by that time the 
point upon which the objects were 
seen had passed down about 2 miles 
distant. It Is now thought the ob­
jects seen on the lee were not seals, 
but the missing men, and that the 
hurricane that raged on the day that 
they had left Curling si* days pre­
vious, had swept them out Into the 
Gulf.

The remains were taken off beard 
the S. S, George L. and brought to 
Curling, the steamer calling at Bonne 
Bay on the way to exchange malle. 
She arrived here about 11 a.ra. on 
Friday. The funeral took place upon 
arrival of the steamer. The remains 
were Interred In one grave In the C. 
of E. Cemetery, and were followed to 
their last resting place by a large 
body of citizens

CATHOLIC WOMEN’S LEAGUE.
MONTREAL, June 17.

Bands of General Denekine’e for­
ces and soldiers of the Russian 
"White” Government have occupied 
the Black Sea port of Batum, and at­
tacked the Georgian army, according 
to a Moscow despatch to the Daily 
Herald. As a protest, the Georgia»» 
arrested some members of the Shn- 
tente mission at Tillls, says the news­
paper, which ascribes its information 
to the Georgian mission at Moscow.

NEW PULP PROCESS.
PETERSBURG, Va., June 17.

After experiments lasting over a 
period of three months, the Stamcott 
Company, of Hopewell, announced to­
day that a new process of making 
paper pulp from cotton fibre had been 
developed, and that the manufacture 
of pulp in quantities would be start­
ed soon.

GERMAN POLITICS.

Contrary to reporte to the effect 
that the German ministerial crisis had 
practically'been solved, the Tageblatt 
says the situation Is as obscure as 
ever, but it report» that Karl Trim- 
born, leader of the German Centré
