Robert Wilson, asking for remission of 
back taxes on property, petitioners being 
anxious to raise money to take them to 
England. By Mr. Chadwick, from E. 
Harvey <fc Co., praying that certain streets 
be watered and taxes be levied on the 
property along naid streets to meet the 
cost of such watering. By Mr. Hogg, 
from Major Armstrong, for use of Exhi­
bition grounds for Battalion Drill. By 
Mr. Howard, from Messrs. Arms & 
Worswick, for certain sidewalks and 
street improvements. By Mr. Massie, 
from John Hadney, for relief to certain 
parties.

Moved by Mr. McLagan, seconded by 
Mr. Horsman, that 596.66 be paid to the 
Sisters of St. Joseph’s Hospital.—Carried.

Moved by Mr. Hogg, seconded by Mr. 
Chadwick, that the petition of Major 
Armstrong be granted.—Carried.

. Some discussion took place on the 
petition, praying for the watering of cer­
tain streets, when it was moved by Mr. 
Chadwick, seconded by Mr. Richard 
Mitchell, that the petition bo referred to 
the Road and Bridge Committee with 
instructions to carry Out the same, pro­
vided tho requisite number of signatures 
were attached to the petition.—Carried.

Moved by Mr. Chadwick, seconded by 
Mr. Hffward, that the resignation of Mr. 
Robert Mitchell, bo accepted, and that 
Mr. Richard Mitchell, be appointed to fill 
the vacancy thus created.—Carried.

The remaining petitions were referred 
to tho respective Committees having

The Finance Committee presented the 
following report :—
To the Mayor and Council of the Town of 

Guelph.
Tho Finance' Committee beg to submit 

their third report.
1st. In reierence to ttie petition of Mr. 

John Harris, the petitioner has misinter­
preted the meaning of a former report of 
your Committee which conclusively set­
tled the matter, to which they again refer 
him. %

2nd. They recommend that the peti­
tion of John F. Marsh and Hamilton 
Laird by granted on their presenting to 
the Treasurer a certificate of their haviug 
paid tho nmount, they claim.

3rd. The communication from the 
chief constable will, with other matters,

4th. They recommend that the amount 
collected from George King, ns arrears of 
taxes, be refunded to him, it haying been 
done by mistake, there being no arrears 
due by hiui.

5th. They cannot recommend that the 
petition of Mr. Geo.

Mr. Bell moved, seconded by Mr Hogg, 
that the Council do go into Committee of 
the whole to fill up certain blanks in the 
by-law exempting certain property frem 
taxation. Carried.

The Council then went into Committee 
of the whole, Mr. Hogg in the chair.

Committee rose, reported progress and 
asked leave to sit again.

Moved by Mr. Massie, seconded by Mr. 
Elliott, that the several committees 
be requested to bring in an estimate of 
their expenditure for the current year. 
Carried.

Mnved by Mr, Massie, Seconded by Mr. 
Elliott, that Messrs Hogg, Howard, Hors­
man, the Mayor and the mover be a 
court of revision for tho current year, to 
sit on the 22nd May.

Mr. Heffernan thought this court, 
should he composed of the Mayor, and a 
member from each ward, and moved in 
amendment, seconded by Mr. Kennedy, 
that the following gentlemen compose 
the Court of Revision—Messrs. Massie, 
Horsman, Howard, Holiday, and the 
Mayor. Lost.

The original motion was then carried.
