Mr. Jenkins assured the canon that, in
hig mind, the act of the Government in
discriminating against the soldiers was
an uncalled for act of injustice, and he,
for one, was bitterly opposed to it.

Matthew Wilson, Chatham, stated that
the Province of Ontario had legislation
along temperance lines far in advance
of any other province in Canada, and
he thought that the Government's ac-
tion in causing the dry canteen to be
put into force was commendable.

Appeal Against “Dry’” Canteen.

E. G. Henderson, Windsor, made a
strong appeal which greatly disfavored
the action of the Government in caus-
ing the establishment of the dry canteen.
“It is popular to speak of temperance
and the dry canteen,” he said, “but I,
for one, am not going to win my way
to popularity so. I consider the singling
out of the soldiers and removi from
their reach in the canteen the privilege
of drinking beer and ale, to be a2 deplor-
able thing. I don’t think I represent the
intemperate element, When the soldiers
cannot get their beer and ale in a
canteen they are surely going where
they can get it, and this leads them %o
the hotel. There the stronger drinks
are within their grasp, and many in
this way become intoxicated, when
otherwise they would not. If you recom-
mend the dry canteen for soldiers, why
not recommend like treatment for all
of us?’

J. B. Fotheringham, Goderich, con-
vetler of the committee that drafted the
moral and social reform report, was
strongly opposed to the passing of the
amendment in relation to the dry can-
teen, and urged upon the members of

Athe synod the necessity of passing the

report- as brought in, without amend-
ments. ! s

* “The law of free will is greater than
the Jaw of compulsion,” he said, “and
if a man knows he is set apart and
refused what his brother may get, the
chances are ten to one he will also go
out of his way to get this thing. This
doctrine of might is right should not
creep into our country. We are fighting
this ‘very idea now.. The Church of
England has always stood for right and
justice and ever will. I don’t think the
Government’s action in reference to the
soldiers and the dry canteen is just.
If we pass this amendment we shall be
denying ourselves and all we stand for.”

John Ransford, lay secretary of the
synod, made & stirring plea against
compulsory prohibition, stating that if
he were at the front and wished fifty
men to rush a German trench he would
prefer to have at his back men who had
been moderate drinkers than fifty tee-
totalers. Compulsion drives the soldiers
to the hotels, he said.

; Condemns Liquor Traffic. i

J. M. McElheran, London, voiced his
feelings when he strongly condemned the.
liquor traffic in toto, as did also Rev.
C. Miles; Aylmer, who stated that allied
generals in the field were strongly in
favor of no drinking, stating that the
total abstainer made the best soldier.

Rev. H. E. Brag, Thamesford, was of
the opinion that the dry canteen law
was put into force simply as a sop
thrown to the W. C. T. U.

“I'm a temperance man,” he said,
“put I think the women of this country
have tried to put on the shoulders of
the legislators what should have been
accomplished within the four walls of
their own dwellings.” :

O. E. Fleming, Windsor, thought the
report should be left as read, without
the amendment. When a vote was
taken the amendment lost.

The Report. X

The report as brought in and adopted
reads:

The committee on ‘moral and social
reform begs to report:

We desire to place on record a
recognition of the good work done by
the Government of Ontario in its deal-
ing with the liquor traffic during the
past year. Your committee seeks to
draw the attention of the synod to the
following resolution adopted by the
House of Bishops on 14th of April:

“pThe bishops of the Church of Eng-
land in Canada strongly recommend all
members of the church, throughout
the Dominion, to abstain entirely from
the use of alcoholic liguors, as a
beverage, during the present war, and
also to refrain absolutely from treating
others. And further, they urge the
,Provincial Governments to take im-
mediate stéps to shorten, considerably,
the hours during which the sale of liquor
is at present permissible.”

We strongly commend this resolu-
tion to the members of the church. In
this time of national crisis, self-denial
should be the rule of all citizens, and
every effort made to promote the suc-
cess of our arms.
