Mr. George Fairbrother :
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THE KENNEDYS.

A “Colonist” Bepresentative has an
Interview with Them—Their
Views and Intentionms:

‘They Affect to be Fighting for 'the
Liberty of the Press and
'People.

*
(From our own Correspondent.)

VANCOUVER, April 15.—George Kennedy
talked to your reporter, to-day. He thought
it indiscreet to define his prospective move-
ments in detail. He might say, however,
his brothers would not at any time obey the
mandate of the Government. Should they
appear before the bar of the House it would
be to deny, formally, the right of its mem-
bers to assume for the Provincial Legisla-
ture such powers with respect to alleged
breaches of parliamentary privileges made
outside the House, and to re-assert their

right to criticise the conduct of any body of
men acting for the public.

They felt assured they had the sympath
of nine-tenths ot the people of British Col-
umbia, an assurance that had given them
courage to act firmly. The vote o the
question had shown it te Le a Government
matter ; strong party assent, two tum-coa:t,
Independents, and a member of the Op) 081 -
tion who, as a member of the ;Private .ﬂll
committee, had fallen under the criticism
of the paper. His brothers had not acted
independently in leaving Westminster,
but through the ' advice : and coun-
sel of the best constitutional law-
yers in .Canada. As ‘peace-loving ociti-
zens they willingly consented to avoid com-
ing in contact with the Government officials,
as & large number of sympathisers had gath-
ered in the Columbian offices on the day of
the alleged. prospective' arrest to prevent
the materialization of the Government’s
plans. His brothers, whose names appeared
on the summons, could not be interviewed.
He declined to mention.there whereabouts.

Acting on certain information, subsequent
to yesterday’s interview with Geo. Ken-|
nedy, your reporter was this evening in con-
versation with George’s fugitive brothers,
James and bert. rt  was  still
clothed in the official garments of the press
room, while James was attired in the suit

worn when he walked out of his office three
days before on his way to freedom. '

After the first shock of meeting your re-
porter the boys seemed genuinely glad to
see him. The brothers Kennedy were on
their way to the dining room of the hotel
when first accosted and readily volunteered
to be catechised by the CoLoN1sT, who was
ocordially invited to break bread with the
fugitives. It is noticeable that the filnniest
side of the gravest questions will ap
uppermost when a man’s attention is divided
between weighty matters of state and the
discussion of some tempting condiment.
Mr. Jas. Kennedy’s thoughts reverfed to
his attempted arrest. ‘“Were you aware,”
said he, *‘that the Sheriff, the Governor of
the Jail, the Superintendent of Police, and
six special peelers were sent to-arrestus?
In spite of legal advice to the contrary, at
that time Robert and I had decided to submit
to arrest under protest, but when we were
made awsare of. tge ridiculous situation we
decided that *nine against two wasn’t fair.’
So we matched our ennning against. theirs.
The six specials were lined along the ' street
to prevent our eseape. We only feared one
of them,: a particularly: belligerent . indi-
vidual, and immeédiately before our depar-
ture we sent a scout out to decoy him into
a saloon, The ruse succeeded.”

‘“How did you evade the others,” was
agked. ‘“We did not evade them,” was the
weply. ‘‘We walked by them, dressed as you
see us. .Sans top coats, sams grip, sans
everything necessary to the comfort of
travellers, and they did not attempt to de-
tain us. They were presumably tricked.”
