MEXICO AND CUBA.

NEw YORK, Sept. 28.-~8ecretary Gonz les
Qaesads, who has bsen in Mexico City
almost a fortnight in conference with Presi-
dent Disz in relation to establishing open
ports for the Cuban navy and coaling sta-

tions, writee that all his plans have been
sucoessful so far. He saye the first vessel
to take advantage of Mexico’s concessions
to the Cuban patriots will be a British oraft
fitted out with an armament to enable it to
cope in Cuban waters with any Spanish war-
ship now cruising there. It was built in the
United States not long ago, it is said, at a
cost of $250,000 for the West Indian trade
and for trans-Atlantic business and has been
running between New York and Caba.

It lies in the river Thames at London and
has beea out of commission about six
months. Its armament iz now in a ware-
house in Tampico harbor and consists of two

heaxy guus, two, rapid; one gat-.
hHng gao, one Maxim, six torpedo tubes-and-
1,000 stand of emall arms and cutlasses.

Aboub the water line it has been supplied
with ten-inch armor plates. The vessel was
bought about a month ago by an Eoglish
syndicate, which has spent $100,000 in fiv-
ting ib up as a cruiser and commerce de-
stroyer. A crew will consist of 500 men
under a captain who commanded it while

in the Cuban trade. In letters re-
ceived at Cuban  headquarters in

this city he writes that he will not need

Dun’s and Bradstreet’s on the Busi-
ness Situation—Bank Clear-
ances in Canada.

New YoRK, Sept. 27.—R. G. Dun’s re-

80 much higher than at Liverpool that free
exports ocannob be expected.

only 7,000,000 bales. Prices of goods rise
each week, adding to the profits o the mills,
which on both sides of the ocean can use for
some time to come old cotton boaghst at low
prices. The demand from dealers is natu-
rally urgent, while the market for the raw
maverial is constantly rising, There is still
some chince of a stgike in the Fall River
wills, though the rise in price will make it
easier for vhe mills to grant somé advance
in wages.
