Hamersley has given it as his opinion
that high schools need not be maintain-
ed at the expense of the city.

The school board has appealed to the
Attorney-General, who has replied that
when high schools are’ established under
the provisions of section 7 of the Pub-
lic Schools Act they become a part of
the public school system of ‘the prov-
ince.

Sailors are scarce on thé ‘Sound, but
the Port Townsend .and Puget Sound
boarding house men are not coming to
Victoria for seamen as much as has
been their wont. It is three weeks
since Carl Newman, of a Port ‘Town-
send boarding house came here, and in-
cidlent to his coming a tale is told
which is in part explanatory of the ab-
sence of desire for a return visit. There
was when he came, a disabled ship at
Isquimalt, the Roland, and it was
thought that possibly some of her sail-
ors might be induced to desert and g0
to the Sound, and failing this seme sail-
ors might be picked up from other ves-
sels here. At Esquimalt there were
five men who had signed on the ship
Ivanhoe, then in port, and who are now
on the high seas as part of the Ivan-
hoe’s crew. These men consented to go
to Port Townsend with Newman. They
went over one night three weeks ago
on the North Pacific. Soon afterwards
four of the five returned on the
Utopia, but how they managed to get
away from Newman is the marvel.
They were worth from $60 a head up,
in fact as much as the boarding house
men could get from the sailing ship
captains, to the Port Townsend man,
and he took measures to hold them, but
in this case four of the sailor men were
too shrewd. Newman had given them
$12 each, and all the whiskey they could
drink, and all the domestic cigars they
could smoke. He watched them crawl
into their bunks, and then he left them,
but only one went to sleep. It was about
midnight when the four slipped from
their bunks, leaving the one sleeping
man for fear he would make outery and
ruin their chances of escape. They
hurried down to the Utopia and came on
to Victoria, leaving Newman bemoan-
ing the loss of his $50 and the money
spent on the men. As they put it, they
found omly a little raneher and a hobo
in the house, and rather than #o to sea
with such amateur seamen, they made
of March, 1901.. their escape.

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The opinion of Mr. Hamersley, which
was handed in to the finance committee
of the city council, is as follows:

Sir: My opinion has been réquested
on the following matter:

The liability of the city of Vancouver
to pay the salaries of the professors
and teachers of the high school in Van-
couver and for the maintenance of the
high school out of the rates of the city.
And whether the school board as con-
stituted under the Schools Act of Brit-
ish Columbia can oblige the city to pay
the said salaries and maintenance out
of the rates.

.In forming an opinion on this gues-
tion one is confined to the consideratiod
of the powers granted by the School
Act and the definition of the terms pub-
lic schools and high schools as far as
any decided cases can throw light on it.
The Schools Act of the province pro-
vides for the establishment by the
council of public instruction of school
dlstrict\s, with power to establish rules,
duties 0f teachers, etc., with power to
establish a normal school and high
schools or collegiate institutes. The
act thus provides for the establishment
of high schools or collegiate imstitutes
Tor the teaching of the higher branches
of education. The act also provides

The provisions for payment of salar:
ies and maintenance of High schools is
not so clear, as there is only one clause
in the act which touches on this, and|s
that is section 41, which provides that
the board may demand tuition fees for
high schools from parents and guardians
“to make such schools more or less self-
sustaining, such fee when paid to be
received by the' city treasurer and
paid over in the same manner as the
moneys voted by the city for public/|
schools’ salaries and maintenance. Out-
side this provision there is nothing to
indicate how, out of what fund, or by
whom the salaries and cost of mainten-
ance of high schools shall be paid, ex-
cepting, if it is held back that the high
schools are included in the term public
schools, and in that case the payment
would be provided for as before stated,
that is by the corporation.
THE INTERPRETATION CLAUSE.
There is no interpretation clause in
this act defining what the term public
school comprises and means. So one
has to decide from the whole act the
intention of the legislature, and from
any cases there may be on the subjeet,
whether the term high school is includ-
ed in that of public school. Thongh a
matter of doubt, I am of opinion that
it is®not, for the following reasons:
The act, as before stated, distinctly
provides for the establishment of three
classes of schools, each having a differ-
ent scope and curriculum, The object
of the establishment of public schools
being purely for elementary education,
for children between the ages of six and
16 years, the education fn those schools
.being provided free of charge, the es-
tablishment of a high school is on a dif-
ferent basis altogether, the education in
that case is'not for children and eleman-
tary, as in publie schools, but for adults
as ‘well as children and of a higher and
more 'scientific nature.  Provision is al-
so made for the payment of fees by par-
e::n’tsil or .ﬁmmrmuum of -highdsc(lixioﬂqls for
pupils.
