TOME AGAIN!CHANGE IN BUSINESSILEY’S J. R. HOWIE New English Goods.OBITUARY.—John McInnes, Esq., one of 
our most respected citizens passed away on 
Thursday morning last, after a somewhat pro­
tracted illness from heart disease. The de­
ceased gentleman was born in Mull, County 
of Argyllshire, Scotland, and emigrated 
when quite young to Nova Scotia, where he 
settled for a time. He came to this city in 
1850, as Manager of the Gas Company's 
Works, which position he tilled until the 
spring of 1878. fie has, since 1851, been con­
nected with the Society of Saint Andrew, of 
which he was vice-president at the time of his 
death. He was for a long time an active 
and useful member of the Fredericton Curl­
ing Club, and only during very late years 
did he retire from the game, although still 
possessing a keen interest in the success of 
the club. As a prominent, member of Saint 
Paul's Presbyterian Church, he was always 
at his post, and for a term of years held the 
position of Treasurer of the congregational 
funds. In every walk of life he was court- 
cous, affable, and popular with his fellow 
citizens, and his memory will be revered by 
a very large number of friends and acquaint­
ances. We tender our sympathies to the 
bereaved widow, sons and daughter. The 
funeral of the deceased gentleman look place 1 
from his late residence on Brunswick Street, 
at 2 o’clock on Sunday afternoon, and the 
cortege that followed his remains to the 
cemetery was the largest that has been seen 
in this city for many a day, the most prom- 
inent citizens uniting in paying the last tri­
bute of respect to a worthy and honored 
man.
