Yonge street. About 11 “o'clock yesterday
young Milne and a companion named Fred.
Richardson went into the store, which was
in charge of John White, another employe.
Richardson and White went up stairs to
have a brush, leaving Milne alone in the
store. Mr. Goff came in a few minutes
afterwards and wished his nephew the com-
pliments of the' season. The young man
responded in a pleasant manner anc then
started to walk towards the counting desk.
He stopped suddenly, drew a revolver, ex-

) “Fd, I can stand this no longer,”
and shot himself through the heart, falling
en the floor a corpse. Policeman McFar-
Jane, who was called on, toek charge of the
revolver and notified Coroner  Riddel. In
the meantime the body was placed in a colfin
and removed to Mr. Goff's quanters up-
stairs.

As far as is known no one can account
for . the sunicide. Deceased was in good
health and apparently happy spirits yester-
duy forenoon. He held d good position and
was well connected, and why he cut short
his young and bright life is a mystery.
