Senecal Got $15,000.

The evidence before the Public Accounts
Commiittee to-day confirmed the confession
of Senecal.

The money is said to be salted
away in Montreal real estate. Many names
are mentioned as his successor, among them
Mr. Sheppard of The Mail of Toronto and
Mayor Clarke; Rufus Stephenson is also a
candidate.

According
to my understanding of the . law, the Civil
Service Act, as also the oath taken by em-
ployes, forbids the 1eceiving from the Gov-
ernment of auy other remuneration than
the regular galary. But it does not forbid, it
eannot forbid, testimonials of esteem and ol
cordial relations from friend to friend.”

As far as he could see they
needed it. ‘

no prices were mentioned -and Senecal
ciaimed that he had caused the order to be
given. The department had a price list, so
thev could find out what any goods would

cost.

THE CATITLE LXPORTERS

Interview the Government Respecting the
sSlatightering of the U. 8. Cattle,

OTTAWA, Aug. 27.—Mr.Abbott’s announce
ment in the Senate that it was probable
that the Government would admit American
cattle for slaughter in Canada has ised a
storm of indignation among cattle dealers all
over the country. A deputation consisting
of G. F. Frankland, J. Dunn and T.
Crawford, Toronto, accompanied by Messrs.
Sproule, Wood (Westmoreland), Henderson,
Burnham, Carpenter and other M.P.s waited
on Mr. Abbott and Mr. Carling this morning
to protest against it. They pointed out in
the strongest way that this action would
completely destroy the cattle wade with
Great Britain, for that country would at
once compel Canadian cattle to submit to
quarantine. Even the privilege now granted
to Americans to ship cattle through Canada,
from Windsor to the Suspension Bridge,
caused Canadian cattle to be suspected in
the English market.

The miuisters were disposed to think that
no danger was involved if proper precau-
tions were observed, but, after listening to
the arguments of the deputation, said they
would again consider the matter.

In the House this afternoon Mr. Haggart
said in reply toa question that application
bad been made for permission to import
American cattle for slaughter at Three
Rivers. The proposition was that no part of

but that it should be exported. The pro-
position was still under the consideration of
the Government. He assured the House that
it the proposition involved any danger to the
cattle trade with Great Britain it would not
be entertained.

MR, BARWICK'S COUP,

He Sums Up the Oase in Connection With
the Quebec Boodling.

OTTAWA, Aug. 27.—Mr. Barwick told the
Senate Railway Committee to-day that hi
case with regard to the Baie des Chaleurs
Railway bill was closed and that the Oagtario
Bank would withdraw, as it had nothing to
do with the Dominion subsidy and did not
wish to be saddled with any extra expense.
He denied that the bank exposed this
matter for political effect. In reply to a
question Mr. Barwick said that if the bill is
passed without amendment the lien of the
bank would be gone and their claim lost. If
thie bill was re-enacted their claim would be
left to the tender merciesof the Quebec Gov-
ernment, and the new company would laugh
at them. He wanted the committee to pass
the bill with an amendment to protect their
claim.

Mr. Robitaille denied the charge of em-
bezzling $118,000° of the Baie des Cnaleurs
Railway funds preferred by Mr. F.Langelier
and asked the committee to make the fullest
investigation into the matter and to allow Mr
Barwick to be his counsel.

Senator Pglletier's Explanation,

Senator Pelletier explained how the $5000
notes mentioned in connection with the pay-
ments made to Mr. Pacaud were endorsed
with his name. He denied the statement of
Mr. Barwick that the notes were used to
meet his personal obligations. He knew noth
ing of the Baie des Chaleurs Railway
matter until the - present investiga-
tion and knew mnothing of the set-
tlement between Pacaud and Armstrong.
After the election’ was over it was thought
a great many elections would be protested
Some of his friend$ were unable to put up
the necessary deposit of $1000. He there-
fore endorsed mnotes which were discounted,
and. the proceeds used as deposits. He never
expected he would have to pay anything,
because he thought the protests would re-
sult in their favor. If he did have to pay
anything he was prepared to pay his share.
He did not know how many election peti-
tions there were.

Before adjourning Mr. F. Langelier said he
wouid substantiate to-morrow the charge of
embezzling $118,000 he had preferred against
Senator Robitaille and the old company, and
would in addition make a fresh charge. He
will charge that Senator Robitaille and his
friends got illegally another $140,000 out of
the subsidy.

The Loch Lomond Disaster.

LoNDoN, - Aug. 27.—The Agricultural De-
partment is investigating and is axpected to
take action shortly in regard to the Bfitish
steamship ‘Loch Lomond, which arrived
Aug. 23 at Dundee from Montreal, after
baving lost a large numiber of cattle during
the passage. The Loch Lomond encountered
very heavy weather ~on the. At-
lantic, and for two days cattle-
men  were unable to approach ' their
¢l es. There wasa horrible Scene when
the Loch Lomond’s cattle were being dis-
charged. A number of butchers had to be
engaged to kil disabled cattle aboard the
steamer and on the quay. It appears from
the investigation made- that the Loch Lom-
ond was not originaliy intended for the trans-
Atlantic trade, and stalls improvised on her
decks for the accommodation of cattle were
hastily sud flimsily built. When the steam-
ship met with bad weather these stalls were
soon demolished, and by the cattle rocking
and pitching uﬁ against each other
120 head were killed. The matter’ has
revived the discussion as to further and more
stringent regulations in regard to the ship-
ment of eattle from America.

Fines Instead of Prison,

CHRISTIANIA, Aug. 28.—The Internationa
Congress now in session here, which is con-
sidering the. question of the treatment of
criminals and the best means to be taken to
improve the criminal classes, hus passed a re-
solution in favor of the adoption of the
principle of fines. The congress holds that

| instead of sentencing criminals to terms of

imprisonment that fines ought to be de-
termined upon and nflicted in proportion to
the position of the cfiminal, when such a
course is deemed advisable. The resolution
also says these fines should be payable in in-
stalments and when & sentence of imprison-
ment is 1mposed vhe offenders ought to be
granted the option of a tine as a means of re-
ducing such term of imprisonment.

The Czar Uneasy.

LONDON, Aug. 27.—A Copenbagen despatch
says that the Czar is surrounded with more
restrictions shan on previous visits to Den-
mark. The reason for this is not made pub-
lic, but rumors are rife of fear of Nihilistic
plottings. It is known to the Russian police
that many: of the exiled Jews swore ven-
geance against the Czar after they had got
saftely beyond the frontier, and that these
threats were not passing expressions of
anger.

Vessels of the Mes-
sageries Maritime Company, trading with the
Levaut, have therefore been ordered to carry
guns of small calibre and other arms.

MANGLED TO DEATH BY A DOG.

Desperate and Bloody Struggle with a
Vieious Brute at Montreal, {

MORTREAL, Aug. 27.—The little son of
Omer Frechette of No. 108 St. Hubert-street,
this city, was bitten to death by a ferocious
dog last night. ‘Mr. Frechette, who is an
amateur fancier, recently purchased three
dogs, one of which was a cross between &
‘hound and a bulldog. The latter was con-
siaered peaceable and gave no sign of being
dangerous, Shortly after 7 o'clock last even-
ing while Mrs. Frechette was entertaining a
visitor she heard her 4-year-old son, who was
playing in the yard, scresm. Rushing to
a window she was horril to see the dog at-
tacking the child and tearing t pieces of
flesh from its body. With all the heroism of
a mother’s daring, the woman flew to the
rescue. The sight she met was a horrible one.
The yard was covered <with blood, while
pieces of flesh were scattered around. 'i‘hough
fainting she attacked the infuristed brute
and a terrific struggle ensued. A. J. Masse,
who resided hear by, came to her assistance.
At this moment the woman fainted and the
brute turned his attention toward the new
intrudér. Another desperate battle followed,
but Masse was armed with a khife, which he
wielded to good purpose, but the dog baving
secured a grip on the man never let. go unti!
its head was nearly severed from its body
and almost cut to pieces.

Medical assistance was summoned, but the
child was beyond all human aid and soon ex-
pired. The face was almost unrecognizable,
while over a dozen pieces of flesh had been
torn from the body. The injuries sustained
by Mrs. Frechette and Masse, while serious,
are not dangerous.

THERE CAME A NIPPING FROST.

But the Damage is Not so Great as at
First supposed—The Latest Reports
—A Big Crop Assured.

During this time the weatkLer has been gen-
erally favorable and operations _have been
gushed forward with an_energy born of the

nowledge that frost might be expected m{
night. As a result, toba grain men tell
The Werld 50 per cent. at least- of the
wheat has been barvested. That which
is still standing is as a rule pretty
well matured, and of course the
nearer it is to that stage the less danger
is there of damage by frost.

One thing is certain, Manitoba’s yield of
wheat will be largs, and a goodly portion of
it is out of the reach of Jack Frost. Some
of that uncut is undoubtedly and
in* some sections  seriously so, but
there is a di of - gonsolation
in the fact that the berries have filled out so
well as to ensure at least a good grade of
frosted wheat. The quantity cannot be
diminished to any appreciable extent. The
aountry around Minnedosa seems to have
suffered the most, but a crop was never
kuown to escape , unscathed there. Next to
Minnedosa, the district around Brandon ap-
pears to have been nip the hardest.
