Candidates, too, who 
want to make their calling and election 
sure, must provide themselves with so 
many more inside and outside scrutineers, 
so that, taken altogether, the plebiscite 
bids fair to be as expensive as many people 
believe it will be futile.

Wanted.

A pamphlet is to hand under the title of 
“For Canada: Transportation the
Problem.” The author is Mr. James B. 
Campbell, a grain dealer of Montreal. Ac­
cording to the writer the problem of the 
transportation of grain front America to 
Europe has latterly assumed and is now 
assuming a new aspect. Till within about 
the lait fifteen years the transportation 
problem was to remove America's surplus 
wheat from Chicago to Liverpool. The 
tendency was for this grain to be carried 
aloog in a strait line from Chicago through 
to New York. Very little of it wae divert­
ed to the more northern route via Mon­
treal, But lately the region of the wheat 
belt has been getting up into

np since the building of the C.P.R., and the 
settlement of the North wee tern States and 
the building of the Northern Pacific are of 
recent date. The grain centre has to a 
large extent shifted from Chicago north­
ward to Duluth and Port Arthur. As Mr. 
Campbell points out, there is no doubt in 
the world that the St. Lawrence River is 
the natural outlet for the wheat fields of 
the Northwestern States and provinces. 
The wheat traffic issuing from Lake Super­
ior can be landed in Liverpool not only 
cheaper bat quicker via Montreal than via 
New York or any other harbor in America. 
In diverting more of this traffic via M ont- 
real, time, says Mr. Campbell, is ip favor of 
Canada. “The more the country north­
west of us develops the more do the con­
ditions under which we have straggled with 
New York for trade change in our favor; in 
fact, the situation is reversed. Heretofore 
it has been a question of the dead weight of 
grain drifting northward instead of in a 
straight line to the more central and larger 
New York market; now it is a question of 
the more northerly grain drifting southward 
instead cf traveling along its more direct 
route, via our river.”

The spring wheat belt, it is claimed, is 
moving northward with a Vapidity which 
threatens to overtake the politicians, And 
the people west of Lake Superior, on both 
aides of the line, are seriously interested in 
eending their produce by the cheapest and 
best route to the sea.

an elevator at all. Such a system for hand­
ling grain would eclipse the present method 
of transhipping it into little 8000 bushel 
canal boats as is done via the Buffalo route. 
From Kingston to Montreal is but 170 
miles, and the Americans cannot make a 
water route to equal it. Not only does the 
shortest routo for the grain of the North­
west run through Canada, but we have the 
best outlet to the Atlantic seaboard. With 
these natural advantages in our favor one 
would think it almost impossible for the 
traffic of Lake Superior to get to Europe 
by any other route, 
it being diverted to more southerly 
and circuitous channels. But things are 
shaping themselves in our favor. The 
whaleback has proven the economy of 
handling grain in large quantities, and the 
next effort of those who are building the 
whalebacks will be to get a water-way for 
them to the seaboard. Canada can build a 
deep channel such as the Americans can 
never dream of doing. And “it is absolute­
ly certain,” says Mr. Campbell, “that the 
moment we get our West peopled the whole 
conditions of trade, both in winter and 
summer, will change in our favor.”

Strange to relate, nothing is said in the 
pamphlet about a canal from Georgian Bay 
to Lake'Ontario. It is not even hinted at. 
If there is any money either in Canada or the 
United States that is seeking investment in 
canal improvement let it be diverted into a 
scheme as to which there is little un­
certainty in the results to be attained. In­
stead of sinking this money in a wild-oat 
speculation like the Hurontario Canal let 
it be spent, as Mr. Campbell suggests, in 
deepening the Welland and St. Lawrence 
canals. ^ It is not a shorter waterway that 
is needed, but a deeper one. A whaleback, 
loaded with 100,000 bushels of wheat, is 
propelled on a consumption of from 10 to 13 
tons of coal per day. It would be much 
cheaper for such a vessel to go 240 miles out 
of its way than to save that distance by 15 
hoars’ journey through the proposed 80 
mile canal. The Montreal grain dealer has 
got hold of the right end of the stick.

The English coal strike haa proved a 
moat serious affair for everyone engaged in 
the business, the pit owners the miners and 
the railways. According to The Birming­
ham Post the cost of the strike np to date 
amounts to $60,000,000. The wages alone 
represent $10,000,000, with 300,OOp men 
out of work, and tbe railroads lose as much 
more. The pit owners are losing $1,500,000 
a week, or $20,000,000, and the industries 
which had been stopped by the strike have 
had a loss of $20,000,000. A certainty of 
failure for the men was evident from the 
start. “Thirty years ago,” says The Post, 
“England was producing two-thirds of the 
world’s coal; 13 years ago its pits were 
turning out just short of half; to-day they 
are producing a bare third. This steady in­
crease in the world’s coal consumption in­
evitably means lower prices for English coal 
and lower wages for English workmen.”
