Facts Worth Knowing.

Every unkind treatment to the cow poisons 
the milk. Throwing stones at her, striking 
her, chasing her, shouting at her and fright- 
ening her in any way, acts harmfully upon 
her milk by creating a feverish condition. 
It is well known by the medical fraternity 
that If a mother aursee her babe directly 
after she has been frightened or angered, 
that it will be liable fc> spasms or convulsions 
in a very short time after nursing. It is 
just the same if a bottle-fed baby drinks the 
milk of a cow that has been angered or 
frightened. In view of these faote, it would 
be well, even where there are no babies in 
the family, for cow owners to insist that the 
person who cares for the cattle should at all 
times handle them carefully and kindly, 
and never allow them to be ohased or fright­
ened. Good milk le to be desired by adulte 
as well as by children and babies, so It is a 
matter of self-interest as well as of humanity 
to have one’s cows treated kindly.

It may
not been informed on the subject to learn 
that fowls lay less eggs when they are sub­
jected to harsh treatment, and that the eggs 
they do lay are not as large and perfect as 
they would be if the layers were at all times 
properly handled and kindly treated. By 
this we mean that fowls should never be 
chased and never roughly handled in any 
way, because roughness causes excitement 
and fear, and both of these produce fever 
and consequent injury and impairment of 
egg-prodnotion. The same holds good In 
regard to the flesh of the fowl; its quality 
is not as good when the blood has been lev* 
ered by fright. Ill-treatment le productive 
of disease in all kinds of birds and beasts; 
therefore, if for no other consideration than 
self interest, the farm animals should have 
judicious and common-sense treatment, 
which means kindly care as well as regular 
feeding and watering and conditions of clean­
liness. Kicking, swearing, and driving 
hostlers and other farm-hands should be dis­
charged from the service of all respectable 
farmers, if they cannot be reasoned out of 
their brutality, and will not learn lessons of 
eommon aense and humanity.

Many persons, who are unable to drink 
coffee made by the ordinary boiling process, 
find no bad effects from the use of coffee 
made by percolation, that is, enclosing the 
coffee in a bag of some kind or in a wire 
gauze strainer and pouring the boiling water 
upon it. This method of coffee-making 
should always be used in households where 
the members breakfast at different hours, 
and where only one pot of ooffee is made. 
In addition to being more wholesome the 
the coffee is greatly superior to any possible 
by the other method.

Every person should occupy a single bed. 
A doctor recently said, “ No matter in what 
else you economize, there is a criminal folly 
in economizing in beds. Every person needs 
hie own bed more than he needs his own 
chair or own place at the table.”

For dysentery a physician recommends one 
drachm of powdered cinnamon, mixed with 
a few drops of water made into a ball. Take 
it morning and evening, washing down with 
a mouthful of water.

A bran-bag is one of the most grateful of all 
toilet accessories. It is more cleansing to 
the skin, and much more refreshing. It is 
made by filling a muslin bag with two quarts 
of bran, one ounce of orris root, one ounce 
almond meal, and one email oake caatile soap 
cut in email pieces.

An authority on physical training for 
women gives the following directions for se­
curing the best results which naturally must 
be modified by individual characteristics 
and circumstances. “ Sleep nine hours out 
of the twenty-four, bathe in cold water, ex 
erciee five minutes daily with light dumb 
bells, drink a cap of hot liquid before break­
fast, spend half an hour every day in outdoor 
exercise, make the beat of bad bargains and 
always keep your temper.”

A writer on obesity says: “ The safest 
way to reduce obesity is to begin by eating 
and drinking less, and to take as much exer­
cise as possible, increasing it gradually day 
by day. Butter, fat, oil, sauces, • hskricot 
beans, peas, vermicelli, rice, tapioca, mac- 
cironi, all fatten. Bread should be eaten in 
moderation, and stale or toasted. All sweets 
are forbidden. Plainly roasted or boiled 
meats taken in moderation, with plain boiled 
green vegetables, may be eaten, also fruit— 
apples and oranges especially. Gooseberries 
and currants are good when in season, and 
for drink take lemonade unsweetened, weak 
tea, and black coffee.

Sleeping in a narrow, hard bed is now 
considered conducive to a good figure; throw 
away your soft mattresses and even your 
pillows, and you are promised freedom from 
round shoulders and double chins. Many 
women are giving the experiment a trial.

A recent writers, in giving advice to ama­
teur nurses says:

“ Don’t act on your own judgment when 
that judgment is in defiance of the doctor’s 
orders. A good nurse should listen most at­
tentively to all that the doctor has to say, 
write down his instructions if likely to for­
get them, and obey them implicitly. She 
should keep a piece of paper and pencil in 
the room, and write down how long the 
patient slept, temperature, if food was taken, 
much or little coughing, etc. Vague an­
swers, such as ‘pretty well’ or ‘a little’ do 
not convey much to the doctor when he in­
quires how the patient has slept, or how 
much food he has taken.

" The light in a sick room should be tem­
pered to suit the weakened condition of the 
patient’s eyes.' No nurse who has the 
slightest regard for the patient’s comfort or 
well-being will permit an unsightly array of 
medicine bottles, glasses and spoons to be on 
constant exhibition before him. It is an 
excellent plan to have a small medicine 
closet fastened to the wall and have its con­
tents in sight only when necessary.

“ Don’t sleep in the sick room if you can 
avoid it. If, however, you have to do so, 
and you naturally wish to know if the pa­
tient needs you, tie a piece of tape to the 
wrist and pin the other end to the patients 
bed, near his hand, where he can reach it 
easily. A slight pull will then awaken you. 
Tnis plan is excellent, as in illness the voice 
is weakened, and if the patient spoke or 
called you might not hear.”

Vaseline should be rubbed thoroughly 
over bones and in creases when a patient has 
a long illness. Especially good in typhoid 
and malarial oases. The muscles are strength­
ened, and frictidn prevented. It is well, 
also, to rub the parts over first with aloohol 
and tannin, or plain alcohol.

One-half pint boiling water put on one- 
half teaepoonful borax, one-half teaspoonful 
saleratus and one teaspoonful of glycerine 
makes a good wash for the teeth in typhoid

Use paper basins in a sick room. They 
are very light and can be thrown away if de­
sired, and can be easily bought in any of the 
large cities, also paper sputa cups, which can 
be readily destroyed after the doctor has ex- 
amine^ the sputa.

For bed sores, two ounces of Balsam Peru, 
six ounces vaseline, applied on cloth to sore.

If a patient is seriously prostrated, do not 
let him help himself. Elevate the foot of 
the bed six inches to aid the tired heart.

NOVA SOOTIAManures and How to Use Them.
WRITE FOR TERMS.1■AGENTS WANTED.

We will never come to a rational method 
of using our manures until we imitate the 
Chinese and Japanese. I have a method for 
catching all stable urine in a trough, from 
which it is run into a barrel sunk into the 
ground. The contents are carried in pails 
ce the gardens. The prompt effect is some­
thing startling to one accustomed to the use 
of raw manures in balk. I am now arrang­
ing to have all my barn manures raised up 
from the yard and leached. The liquid will 
be caught in a tank and used as carefully as 
gold. The pails used for carrying should be 
large and strong, and, when not in nee, kept 
hanging in a shed room.

The compost piles are next in value. 
These should be built in different ports of 
the farm or gardens, and all refuse, weeds, 
leaves, ashes, lime and old plaster worked 
together. I grow on these piles in summer 
superb squashes, and in October turn them 
over and feed the raspberry and other berry 
gardens.

While it is true that for some purposes it 
is best to use completely rotted barnyard 
manure, it is a fact well demonstrated that 
the rotting in the pile reduces the food value 
to crops.
weight is gone, the nitrogen is also one-half 
gone. The best possible use of barn manure 
is to compost it as fast as possible with fresh 
earth, to absorb the ammonia. I am satis­
fied that, as frequently applied to meadows, 
we are simply throwing away tons of value. 
I have in years past been caught by hot, dry 
or windy weather jast after spreading man­
ure, and when the rain did come there was 
little left for it to do. Drawing manure out 
in winter is advisable, bat I would compost 
it all summer, or leach it—Farm and Fire

When the skin is rough and harsh and does 
net move easily to the touch, the horse is a 
heavy eater and digestion bad. Never buy 
a horse whose breathing organs are at all 
impaired.

Culture end Currants.

AND MULCHING GOOD.

Currants, though vigorous growers in the 
main, need some care, and at certain times 
substantial assistance to rid them of enemies. 
The bushes should stand from three to four 
feet apart in rows, in soil made rich by stable 
manure, annually top-dressed (in the fall) 
and kepi free from weeds and grass. A 
mulch of straw, hay, leaves or other rubbish, 
which keeps their roots cool and damp, and 
somewhat approaches the condition which 
they naturally choose, will be found quite 
helpful, and add to their vigor and fruitful­
ness. They should be well pruned annually 
to keep out all dead or decayed wood, and 
with a view to renewing the growth every 
few years from the young and vigorous shoots 
which the plants throw up from the ground. 
Attack the currant worm as soon as he ap­
pears with hellebore tea (one ounce to a 
pailful of water), and if the leaves begin to 
look sickly and droop, indicating the pith 
borer, examine for this grab, and burn the 
stalks in which he is found or where he has 
been. Scarcely any other fruit will make 
so large a return from so little labor expended 
as the currant. It may be grown in an or­
chard between the trees without injury to 
them, and with as good results in fruit as 
elsewhere—indeed, partial shade seems ben­
eficial, as approaching the natural prefer-" 
encee of the plant.
