About Radium.

San Francisco, Cal., Dec. 20.—Chas.
H. Gage, of this city, lays claim to
having perfected a new method for ex-
tracting radium from oce in a much
more simple way than by methods
heretofore in vogue. He has not
made his method public.

Mr. Gage, who has a lahoratory and
calls himself ‘“Professor,’”” declares that
he and Fred Post, an electrician, have
invented a battery that will revolu-
tionize the construction ol motcrs. Its
construction resembles thut of the o1-
dinary dry electric baftery to a great
extent, but it is so small that it can
be easily contained in aa oidinary
vial and carried in a waistcont pocket.

“With batteries charged with this
new radium preparation,”’ says Mr
Gage, “I will guarantee to startle the
scientific worla with my experiments.
I will guarantee to run a hig autumo-
bile filled with passengers a distance
of two to three hundred miles with
one charge. This is only one of the
many things which [ will guarantee.
And as soon as Post and myseli are
ready for the tests we will prove our
statements.” :

Baltimore, Md., Dec. 21-—Daniel Web-
ster Whitoey, of Catonsyillz, who is in
New York taking the radium treat-
ment for canmcer on the tongue, is re-
ported improving. Mr. Whitney has
been afflicted with the disease for the
last nine 'months.

In a letter to a fricnd he states
that the severe pains which he has suf-
fored for the laat months have
been relieved; and that he i8 now ahle
to. take mourishment several times a
day.

The course of the treatment requires
that a tube of radium be placed as
near the cancer as possible. This
treatment is¢ repeated twice a day until
the growth is burned away. Mr. Whit-
ney is one cf the first patients
whom radium has been tried.

Now Has a New Face.

With his face almost entirely clothed
in a new skin, and his features
changed, Victor Kalzer, forty years
old, of Blaka avenue and Watkins street
East New York, is convalescing from
one of the most difficult skin grafting
operations ever attempted in the Kings
County Hospital. For months ho hov-
ered between life and death in the in-
stitution, but within a week he will
be discharged, cared.

Victim of a gasoline explosion, Kal-
zer, a painter by trade, was hurned so
badly about the face that at the time
it was said he could not live. When,
however, he began to recover, Dr.
Russell Rome, house surgeon of the
hospital, decided to resort to skin
grafting. The first strips of cuticle
were taken from Kalzer's own body,
and grafted to the burned surface.
Then his friends began to contribute,
and from them Dr. Rome reccived near-
ly four hundred  pieces of skin.

In the meantime Dr. Rome also be-
gan to treat Kalzer's crusbed nose.
Before the accident it was un aguiline
affair, but when the doctcr got
through with the nose it was enthely
remodelled and of a Greek construc-
tion.

Kalzer saw himself yest:rday fcr the
first time since the accident. He was
astonished but delighted at the change
in his features.

Dreyfus’ Grounds for Vindication.

Paris, Dec. 28.—The grounds upon
which Dreyfus depends for vindication
and restoration to the army have
becn communicated to the Associated
Press.

Dreyfus charges that a telegram
from Colonel Schwartzkoppen, the late
GGerman military attache here, former-
ly Italian military attache at Paris,
as presented ‘to the court martial at
Rennes, bore the date of April, 1904,
when he was occupied with the mobi-
lization of troops, of which the tele-
cram treats, whereas tho actunl date
of the telegram was the last of March,
1895, after he (Dreyfus) bad been tried.
A copy, which has been found, has es-
tablished the correctness of Dreyfus’
claim, in the opinion of the commis-
sion which recommended a revision of
the case.

The statement of the case against
Dreyfus containing the telegram, when
it arrived at the ministry of war,
was dated April 1, 1895, which Dreyfus
claims’ shows that the telegram was
written in the latter part of March of
that year. With a pair of scissors the
late Colonel Henry clipped off a corner
of the telegram and thus the actual
date disappeared. Then Colonel Henry,
in his own hand, annotated the tele-
gram April, 1894. The colonel, how-
ever, neglected to remember that the
month of April only had thirty days,
for in the document there is a men-
tion of the “thirty-first day the
current month,”

The unauthenticity of the telcgram
could Have been established had the
court at Rennes appreciated the impor-
tance of the error. Fimally Tesdovolop-
ed that in the telegram, where the
words ‘“Ce Canaille de D D—"" appear,
the initial “D” had been substituted
for the letter “Py” The original copy,
written by M. Gribelin, the keeper of
the archives of the war office, carried
the letter “P.”  Scratching upon the
paper was apparent, but M. Bertillon,
the handwriting expert, testified that
the letter “D”’ was correct. It is row
claimed he was in error.

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Arrest of the Thieves.

Yarmouth, Dec. 29.—On October 12th
the railway station on the line of the
D. A. R. at Saulnierville was entered
and a quantity of goods, including
one box of tobacco and a package of
dry goods, stolen. The value of the
tobacco was about twenty dollars, and
of the dry goods, which had been ship-
ped by Cook & Stoncham, Yarmouth,
about twenty-five dollars.

The most diligent enquiry set on
foot at the time failed to reveal the
slightest clue which would lead to the
identity of the thieves, and it was
not until last wcek, when a resident
of Saulnierville, named Charles Smith,
was noticed to be wearing a mew pair
of trousers—of similar :nateral to
that stolen—and on the strength of
this new article of apparel, he was ar-
restdh. At the same time his residence
was examined, and also the residence
of a neighbor, Mrs. Henry Smith, and
the discoveries in both cases led to
the arrest of the latter. One of the
two has since confessed and has im-
plicated others in the thefts.

Aged Minister Nearing End.

Ligby, Dec. 11.—Rev. J. C. Morse
D. D., of Sandy Cove, is seriously
il', his son having been called from
Sycney to kis bedside.
