1t 1s pleasing to record, too, that
the eas:y leaned sucred songs and solos are fast superseding
the .w tongs, to the singing of which the young people were
before addicted.

Newfonndland eeamen, who visit this bay twice a year in
quest of herring. The fruit of this labour we cannot expect
to reap or to sce in this world; we sow the seud, and, vo
doubt, tho reaping-time will come by-and-by.
