TFrom 1842—re-
garded by some as the year in which the work
really began—the growth has been wouderful,  In
1853 there were 350 converts; 1863, 2,000; ten
years later 8,000; and now over 22,000 that have
renounced idolatry and professed{their faithio Jesus
as their Saviour, and, as stated in our Dec. issue,
over thirty-one of the inmates of the palace have
turned to the Lord.
