MINING OPERATIONS IN NEWFOQOUFDLAND.

A short time ago there appeared in the advertising columns
of the London Times the prospectus of ¢ The Newfoundland
Mining Company (Limited).” The capital of this company
is stated to be £100,000 in 19,000 shares of £10 each. The
purpose for which the company has been furmed is announced
to be the acquiring of the lease, plant and machkinery of ths
La Manche lead miae, in Newfoundland, and the working of
the same on an extensive scale. This was the earliest mine
opened in this island, operations having been commenced in
1865. It is the property of the New York, Newfoundland,
and Loodon Telegraph Company, who leased it to the com-
paoy now working it fer twenty-one years, at a royalty of five
per cent,, or one-twentieth of the gross output; and by the
terms of the lease this company have the right to acquire the
fee simple of the property within ten years for the sum of
£27,000. There is no doubt about this being a very valuable
property. Although but feebly worked, owing to the waat of
adequate capital, over 3.500 tons of galena have been taken
from this mine, and sold at an average price of £12 123. The
new company propose not only to work that mine, but to
devote £2,080 to an cxploration of the country. Their pros-
pectus states very truly that ¢ promising indicationsg and
known geological conformation justify the belief that the
mineral resources of the colony are very great.” 'They pro-
pose to employ a working capital of £15,000 s0 a3 to raise 650
tous of ore wnonthly, the value of the ore being now £14 stg.
per ton, The chairman of the company is Sir Alexaunder
Malet, K C.B. All this looks like business, and shows that
Newloundland is attracting the attention of mining capi-
talists, although few of its own people believe in anything
but codfish. . When La Manche mine was first opened Pro-
fessor Shepherd, of the Uuited States, a very high authority
in mining matters, was scat to examine it. In his published
repott he said :—* I saw three thousand five hundred pounds
of clean, pure galena thrown from the vein by a single blast.
From my «xplorations, made with great care and circumspee-
tion, [ feel confident that you imay safely calculate on one
huodred feet of the vein in depth, above water level, extend-
ing 1,200 fect inland at least. This will give 30,000 cubic

feet of solid galena, which is alittle more than seven times

as heavy as the same bulk of water, which gives a product of
upwards of thirteen millions of pounds, togethcr with the
additional chances ¢f quadrupling that amount, by sinking
below the sea-level and extending luland. The mining is
the vasiest thing imaginable.” Professor Shepherd places it
on a par with the greatest lead deposits in the United States,
and adds ;:—* Thia mine is accessible not only by small boats,

but even by the smaller class of occan steamers.” One sample
he says was found to contain 83.64 of lead, 13.87 sulphur, and
the remaining 2.49 parts consisted of silver, copper, zinc, car-
bonate of lime and silica. During 1849, the quantity. of lead
“iaken from this mine was 210 tons, valued at $10,500: in

1870, 250 tons, valued at $12,500. The mining staff employed
during these years was a very small one. o

COPPER MIXE,

Our principal copper mine is that of Tilt Cave, a little south
of Cape John, on tho north-enst coast. "It wag discovered in
1864 by Mr. Smith McKay. Tha value of geology in guiding
to localities whore mineral doposits may be discovered was
strikingly exhibited in this case. Dr. Dawson, Principal of
MeGill College, Montreal, recommended Mr. McKay to ox-
samine the north-cast part of this island, as, from the position
of the serpentines, which in Canada are fruitful in copper,
and their relations in Newfoundiand, he was strongly of
opinion that they would be found to hold copper ore,. The
divination of science in this case was verified by tho dis-
covery of a large and valuable deposit of copper ore at Tilt
Cove. This mino yielded in 1888 oight thousand.tons of
copper ore, which sold for $255,000. - [n 1869 s decline in tho
value of copper took place, and the works were not carried on
so vigorously as before, the yleld being 5,938 tous, value
$313,768, ,
found intersecting the copper, from which, in two years, ore
was taken which realized $35,600. The copper oro is asso-
ciated with the serpentine rock, the % strike” of which is ap-
parently right through the island, from north-sast to south-
west.  In all probability the copper mining region of the
future will be ia this direction, following the duvelopments
of the serpentine. The whols region around Tilt Cove is
found to be more or less metatliferous, and numorous mining
licenses have been taken out for localities along the const.
Within the last few months an Eoglish mining company have
purchased Tilt Cove Mine for £150,000 sterling; and the
works will probably be carried on in futitrs on a very exten-
sive scale,

NOTRE DAME MINING COMPANT,

Another copper mine is worked at Burton's Pond, south of
Tilt Cove, by the “Notre Dime Mining Company,” but as
yet the retaras have not been remunerative. Last year a
skilled mining engincer, Mr. Hugh R Fletcher, of Toronto,
was employed by the company to examine and report on
their property. His report is favourable as regards the
prospects of tho mine. He states that *“the serpantine
with which the ores of copper in thia island seem
uniformly to be associated is exceedingly well developed, and
extends through the entire length of the property, from east
to west. Steatite and chlorite, also minerl-bearing rocks,
show in large masses and fragmonts, and no doubt nnderlie
the serpentine here in the same order in which they occur in
other localities. Tne miaeral band is nearly two hundred
feet wide, and i3 composed of a dark, chloritic slate, steatite,
and diorite. Tho ore contained in these rocks isa yellow
sulphiuret of copper, and i3 deposited in the form of concre-
tionary layers and bunches, usually following or conforming
to the lines of stratification, but also occurring in veins
or seams, forming variousangles with the steike of the strata”
% In both drifts the copper hns frequentiy been cut off by the
intrusion of diocite, and this may be expected to continug
until the workings are carried beyond the immediate in-
fluence of the diorite. Waen this is done, more regular
deposits of ore may bz expected”  Me, Fletcher closes his
report thus: “ I strongly recommend that the explomtions
and mining operations be continued, and havegreat confidence
that the mine will ultimately become a paying enterprige.”
The effect of this repurt will probably beto encourags the
shurcholders to prosecute operations, next season, on a more
extended scale.

GOLD,

As yet no gold has been found in Nawfoundland, but
geologists expect that the rocks of the southern portionof the
island, the peainsnla of Avalon, will prove to be the equiva-
lents of the auriferous steata of Nova Scotia.  Should this
expectation be realizd, gold muy be looked furin this region,

A METALLIFZROUS ZONE. .

The geological survey which has bien carcied on for some
years, tuder the able managem~nt of Alexander Murray, Esq,,
F G.S, form iy one of Sir William Lozan's assistants in
Canada, has clearly established the existence of the Lanzon
division of the Quebec group of rocks on an extensive scale,
this being the great metalliferous zonvof North Amarica. Mr.
Murray said, in one of bis recent reports : ¢ From the numeor-
ous indications presented at diffirent pacts of the island, and
in diff:rent geological positions, of the presence of lead ore,
we may fairly fnfer that it will, in provess of tims, bacom : an
importaat material among the cconomic resources of the
country.”  Quite recently the discovery of a rich deposit of
lead ore at Port-an-Port, on the western shore, has been re-
ported. The block seat on here, as a spocimen, was of the
most promising description.  Inanother ceport, Me. Murray
saya : *“’There is a vast exposure of gypsum between Codroy
Island and Codroy River, where it may be quarried to any
extent, while the sam«< material occurs in various parts of St,
George's Bay.” :

. MARSLE,

Besides the metallic ores anil the more valuable substances,
the island abounds in other miterials of great importance.
Marbles of almost every shade of colour have been produced,
from various parts of the coast, on both the eastern and wes-
tern shores. Indications of petrolenm have beén fonad st a
fuw spots, while building stones, whutsiones, grinlstonss and
limesiones are in ample profusion.

CuAL.

There is a carboniferous region in the neizhbourhood of St.
George's Bay, where the existence of conl has been ascertained.
The arca of this coal ficld has not yet been carefully surveyed,
but is known te be of considerable extent. Oan workable
seam, discovered by Profeasor Jukes, was pronounced. by him
to contain excellent cannel ¢oal, to be three feet thick, and
to be apparently part of a larger seam. The spirit of enter-
prise slumbers among us; and, as yet, no borings have baen
made to arcertain the extent of this seam.  From structural
evidence alone, Mr, Murray concluded that, within the area,
supposed to tie underlaid by this seaw, there wore 54,720,000
chaldrong . of coal, much of it prubably within workable
depths, '

ROOFING BLATE.

Ong other material this island is destined to supply, in rich
abundance, —I refer to roofing-slute—the value of which, as a
covering for houses, America is learning by the dearly pur-
chased experisnce of burned towns. .

Tho development hero is vory oxtensive, suflivient to
supply half the continent of Americn, if duly worked ; ang
tho quality is doclared, by good nuthority, to bo equal to thy
bost Waolsh slata.  T'he demand for theso slates s as yot local
and limited, and the works: are carrivd on spasmodically ayg
foubly, Mr. Mureay says of thom :—*Judging of the qunlity
of tho specimens which were brought from Smith's Sound
and the thickness of strata attributed to theic place in the
formation, togother with their proximity to thy sea, theye
slatos, whea fally developed, can hardly fall to prove of very
considerable commerclal importance.”
