OPINIONS OF THE AUTHORITIES.

The May Obstacles Met With-The
Serfousuness ot the Case-The Difor-

ent Methods Proposed. "

lit order ta get to the bottom of this
iost vital question, as soon as possibJp,
we have loft no Etoie unturned. Ve

opened out upon the enemies of moraliiy
witlh a steady aim and continueus lire.

We have happily succeeded in awaken-
ing a inft a iînterest iii the matter and ai-
ready behold senme of the fruits of our
exertions. As we state in our editorial,
after arnming ourselves with ail the ne-
cessaîry proof, wîe are prepared to go on
ait slort notice agaitist the principal

landlords wose properties are in the vi-
cinity of selools or thle houses ofrespect-
abue citizens. In the interviews that we
had fron the different authorities we
found then tail willing to aid to the ut-
muost extent of tleir poiers. But we
lind a great contlict af ueas in regard to
the difierent and moistt effective means to
be tsed.

His WOrShip the Mayor
saitd that it was beyond the power of any
civil orgatnization to staip out the cevil.
in a city like this, a vast commercial
metropolis, a sea-pert, a place where the
ditereit elements et society congregate,
were we to wipe out ail suchl places, the
resuLit outd be fearful, wimen would
not he safe on the streets and the virtu-
eus and unoprotected younîg girls tîould
he in constant peril He could only do

whliatl he lhas bein doing, that is te say,
as rapidly as the chief brought hicm the
information toaigu the orders foiraids
SuLon tLese places. However, if any pln
could bu suggested that would prove
ellective he would lend it al his power
and inluence.
The Chîalrnan et the Pollue Cotimmittee

said tlat several atteumpîits lad been made
to do awny vith the evil, but all failed
on account of the nuiiberless obstacles
[huit were placed in the way of the au-
thorities. For example the By-law (55)
is still in force, but it is now andi lias
been for a long tittue a subject of anl ap-
peal case. As long as that case is not

tdecided it is not possible to do ait>' ting
further withi it. Het' 3would le iing to
utusl the tîatter ifi there werea tiagree-
mentis to the eicans to be adopted.
However. ithe commuiittee would ieet at

un early dite and the muatter would be
ventilated.

Tho Cuief o Police

gave his opinions very frankiy ; but for
limtl as for the others Luere is an absence
of harniony upon the best course to take.
He says tliat the subject, is one of a very
serious nature and it deiands consider-
able stuutly. The gefitral publie. imagine
that naothifng is to be lone but just
ponce down upon the lucuses and the
evil is a thing of the past. Here are a
few of the obtacles thit arIse. Suppose
tee localize these people ; set off a quar-
ter of the city for themtt-what lorality
are you going to take? No matter where
you seni tetum the people of that locaulity
will b uul in arnas. Suppose youî ipe
theuit cutonipletcly they will form
agencios in principal streets for the ruin
of the innocniut. They van rent candy
or toy shops, as they bave done, and
there, uttier fitise utanies, prey upon the
innocent uid receive a commission for
it. Suppose you take action against the
landlord, the inhabitant of the house'
will shake a deed of sale in your face
and ynour case is hast. They seil the pro-
pertv, in soie cases, for so much pet

moih, payable lu so many years. Sup-
pose you chase then by main force froin
the city, they will turnu up in a thousand
ways that the publie never drcai
of, and in the meautime the floating
population of a sea-port like this wYill
crette evils beyond our conceptionto-
day. Then what course are you gong
to adopt ? He tlien said that, as a citizen
these were sente of the points of study
tiat presented thenmselves, but as chief

hue is prepared to do wbatever the au-
thorities order; also is he desirous of
hearing any suggestions that citizens
may desire te make, and to act upon
tliemî if at, ail practicable.

Th tus now stands the matter. We are
prepared to take any responsibility that
is at ail reasonable and within the sphere

of a newspaper. We aise await to see
vhtat action the committee will Lake.
We are also desirous of securing some

help frot uthe interested citizens aof
Moitreal in the way of suggestions.

There is one thing cerain, that, a move
must h made, and the respectable locali-
tics must b purged of these plague-
spots. Only when that is datte wiu we
ceose the agitation.

Ve are pleased Lo note thaL, our edi-
torials have set the ordinary machinery
of htw in motion, and that the work ef.
weediug out has comnmenced. But we
