Agent on the tenders received for the supply of anthra-
cite coal required by the different eivie departments, and
of bituminous coal for the quarry, the sewer pumps and
the shops of the Road department.

After having considered said reporf, the tenders made
by Messrs Andrew Baile, L. Cohen & Son, Ernest Lemire
and Jos. Elie, because they are not in accordance with
the blank forms of tender or fail to mention the name
of the mine from which the coal is extracted and that they
intend to supply, and, in the case of Mr. Jos. Elie, owing
to the verbal statement of the latter that his clerk had
made a mistake in deseribing the coal and the prices for
which he tendered.
