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ECONOMIC SANCTIONS

The imposition of economic sanctions against foreign states continues to 
be an extremely active area of international law. The annex below lists the 
United Nations Security Council resolutions adopted under Chapter VII of the 
UN Charter and Organization of American States resolutions imposing trade, 
commercial and financial sanctions that have been given effect pursuant to the 
United Nations Act or the Special Economic Measures Act.

The economic sanctions against Haiti which are listed below were 
lifted as a result of United Nations Security Council Resolution 944 of 
September 29, 1994. Canada lifted the sanctions through Orders in Council 
P.C. 1994-1700 and P.C.1994-1701 dated October 17, 1994.
