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(b) traffic requirements of the area through which the airline passe
after taing account of other transport services established by
airlines of the States comprising dmc area; and

(c) the economical requirements of through airline opeistiofis.

4. Capacity of Uie services to be operaîed la cxcess of the capacitY
entitiements set out in this Agreement or agreed betwccn the acronautical
authorities of both Contracting Parties under paragraph 5 of tliS Article,
may from time te dînue be agreed by the designated airlines of thc
Contracting Parties, subject te the approval of thc aeronautical authornties
of both Contracting Parties. In Uic absence of agreement between thc
designated arlines, Uic matter shail be refenred te Uic acronautical
authorities of Uic Contracting Parties, which will endeavour te reSOlVe the
problem. If Uic acronautical authoities fail te agree on Uic capacity te We
provided on the agreed services, Uic capacity that may We provided by Uic
designated aulfnes of Uic Contracting Parties shail flot exceed Uic total
capacity, including variations by International Air Transport Association
(IATA) seasons, previouuly agreed and approvedl to bW provided.

5. Any changes te capacity operated shafl neot constitute a change in capacitY
entitiements unless agreed be*tei acronautical authorities of Uic
Contracting Parties.

The aeronautical authorities of each Contracting Party shail provide or
sha caus their designaWe sirliues te provide Uic aeronautical authorities of thc
other Contracting Party, upon request, periodic or other statements of statistics as
may We reasoably required, fSr Uic purpose of reviewing Uic operation of the
agreed services and relat dei traffic carrned by its designatci ailMe on the
routes speciffle in this Agreement, showing Uic initial origis and fina
destinations of Uic traffic.

ARTICLE XMI

Cutr u ties and O berCh

1. Bacli Contracting Party shaU, te Uic fullesi extent possible under its
national law and on a basis of rcciprocity, exempt Uic designated airline or
airlines of Uic other Contracting Party from import restrictions, customs
duties, excise taxes, inspection fées and other national duties and charges
on aircraft, fuel, lubricating oils, consumable technical supplies, spire parts
including engines, regular alrcraft equipment, aircraft stores (lncluding
liquor, tobacco and other products destined for sale te passengers in Iimited
