THE POLICY OF APARTHEID

OF THE GOVERNMENT OF SOUTH AFRICA

Mr. Chairman,

The progress of the debate and the overwhelming vote in favour
of the resolution 188l of lest Friday csn have left no doubt of the
desire of every member of this Assembly to induce the South African
Government to change its racisl policies. However, while we are all agreed
upon the objective which we wish to achieve ~ the realization of a free
society in Southern Africa with equel rights for all individuals and
races - there is no ggreement on the means to this end,

There have been demands from some members thet South Afrioca |
should be expelled from the United Netions or that the Security Council -
should impose other sanctions on South Africa in order to force its
Government to change its policies.> Because we believe that the South
African Government's racial policies are abhorrent and degrading and
offensive to human dignity, does not mean that the best remedy is to force
South Africa outside the boundaries of the world community. Expulsion
would meke it even more difficul* to persuade the white population of
South Africa to seek a way out of their present untenasble position and
could.conceivably‘intensify the difficulties of the nbn—white population,
(In this context, & reminder of Prime Minister Pearson's statement in
Plenary on September 19, 1963, was made here,)
