UNITED STATES IMPORT SURTAX-RESPONSE TO

Mr. David Lewis (York South): Mr. Speaker, I want
ta direct my question to the Minister of Finance. It
arises out of reports contained in bath bis speech
yesterday and that of the Minister of Industry, Trade
and Commerce. In the discussions in Washington did the
Un;ted States administration deflnitely refuse ta, exempt
Canada from the 10 per cent -surtax, or was-there an
undertaking ta consider the request with an answer ta
be given at a later date?

Hon. E. J. Benson <Minister of Finance): The latter is
the case, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Lewis: If the latter is the case, would the Minister
of Finance iriform the House whether he has received
any indication when a reply, either yes or no, ta bis
request may be given?

Mr. Benson: No, Mr. Speaker. Talks have been con-
tinuing, as I mentioned in my speech yesterday, at the
officiai level, and it bas been agreed that there will be
further talks in the near future.

Mr. Lewis: During the talks either amang the minis-
ters or amang the officiais have any requests or sug-
gestions been made by the United States, authoritios
that Canada shouid make conoessions in any particules,
direction in order ta obtain the exemption asked for?

Mr. Benson: Certainly not; ta my knowledge, Mr.
Speaker.
