Mr. Henri Tousignant (Témniseamingue): Mr. Speaker. 1
wish to make a proposai similar to the one made by the
member for Edmonton East (M4r. Yurko), who tried, unsuc-
cessfully, to obtain the unanimous consent of the flouse. 1
think it is shocking that sorne hon. mecmbers should waste their
time and energy on defending the comforts and conveniences
of this House and fighting against wage restraint, while
thousands of innocent people, children who could be our own,
and teenagers and women are being struck down as a resuit of
rnilitary attacks among civilized people, as is presently the case
in Beirut. AIl conventional warfarc is cruel, s4hether it takes
place at the front or on the battlefield. But this is happening in
the middle of a city, and children are being traumatized and
perhaps crippled for the rest of their lives. 1 think this is
absolutely barbarie. 1 therefore wish to propose to rny col-
