However, estixnates of the annual net revenue gains
resulting from reduced deductions for meals and enter-
tainxnent expenses are available. The net revenue gain is
estiunated to be approxixnately $140 million for 1988,
rising to about $220 million by 1992. Individual taxfilers
account for about 30 per cent of the net federal revenue
impact, with the remainder attributable to corporate
taxfilers.
